 Serve as the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) to monitor the contractor’s performance in providing the services required to support the (<enter program and technical code>).  I will:

Serve as the technical liaison between the contractor and Government Contracting Officers. 

Process timely and comprehensive Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) evaluations within 30 days of the end of the reporting period. 

Access and validate contractor invoices in iRAPT or obtain hard copies of contractor invoices with supporting documentation and document the invoice review accomplished within 10 days of receipt. 

Develop and process required contract procurement documentation to acquire or maintain contractor support for (<enter area of support required>) 

Monitor monthly contractor status reports and respond to any problems, risks or issues affecting contractor performance within 10 days of receipt of the report. 

Comply with the SPAWAR Notice 4200, SPAWAR Service Contracting Performance Metrics. Monitor and report Service Contracting performance metrics in accordance with most current SPAWAR guidance. 

Establish/maintain contract files.
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
