L-318  COST AND PRICING DATA REQUIRED

(a) The offeror is to submit with his proposal full cost and pricing data utilizing the Standard Form 1411.

(b) Cost or pricing data furnished by a subcontractor or a prospective subcontractor must be submitted to the prime contractor or higher-tier-subcontractor.  It is the responsibility of the prime contractor and/or higher-tier subcontractor to review and evaluate the subcontract proposal and accompanying cost or pricing data and furnish the results of such review and evaluation to the Government as part of their cost or pricing data submission.

(c) If the offeror proposes facilities capital cost of money as part of his proposed costs, he shall submit a completed DD Form 1861 “Contract Facilities Capital and Cost of Money” and Form CASD-CMF “Facilities Capital, Cost of Money Factors Computation.”  Documentation supporting the computations shall be submitted with the forms.

(d) Supplementary Instructions for use of SF 1411.  Defense Contractors will calculate the cost of money for facilities capital employed in accordance with FAR 31.205-10 and identify this amount on the SF 1411.  This is an overhead cost that is separately identified for pricing purposes.  The contractor will include information regarding existing facilities and new facility investments for evaluation (See FAR 15.905-1(D)(1)).

(End of provision)

PRESCRIPTION:  This provision is for use in written requests for proposals or quotations when a contract over $500,000 is expected to result, but adequate price competition is not anticipated and/or existing records do not provide adequate basis for price analysis.  This provision may also be included in solicitations under $500,000.
