The engineer provided may be called upon to provide informational instruction to Marine Corps personnel in the operation and maintenance of the equipment.  Such services shall be in accordance with Marine Corps Order P12306.1B, dated 27 August 1971.  For domestic duty, an 8 hour day and 40 hour week are assumed, and overtime reimbursement shall be based on these criteria.

The Contractor shall be reimbursed under Item        for the reasonable costs of transportation in accordance with FAR 31.205-46, to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of Item      , subject to the following:

Domestic Travel:  The Contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary domestic travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission and in accordance with good traffic management principles.  Airfare costs in excess of the lowest customary standard coach, tourist class or equivalent fare are unallowable unless the justification required by FAR 31.205-46(d) is provided.

For this duty, an 8 hour day and 40 hour week are assumed, and overtime reimbursement shall be based on these criteria.

The Contractor shall be reimbursed under Item       for the reasonable cost of transportation in accordance with FAR 31.205-46,  to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of Item      , subject to the following:

Travel to, from and between Overseas Areas:  The Contractor agrees that, to the maximum extent practicable, transportation from a U.S. Port of Departure, between overseas areas, and to U.S. Port of Entry, if required, will be provided by the Government either by military or commercial air, whichever is economically appropriate and meets mission requirements.  When the cost of such transportation is to be paid directly by the Government to a commercial carrier, such payment will be by use of a Government Transportation Request (GTR), and will be paid from funds located to this contract to the Support Item. Travel authorization, theatre clearance or visit notification and transportation normally will be obtained from the Contract Administration Office.  Where Government provided transportation is not practicable, the Contractor shall be reimbursed for transportation in accordance with FAR 31.205-46.  Airfare costs in excess of the lowest customary standard coach, tourist or equivalent fare are unallowable unless the justification required by FAR 31.205-46(d).

Domestic and Foreign:

Travel, with due celerity necessary for the performance of such services, shall be included in computing the man days of service, provided that the Contractor shall not be paid for more than one man day of service for any one engineer for any one calendar day.  The Contractor shall be paid the price per man day stipulated above for each man day of service rendered, which is agreed to be the service of one engineer for one day of eight hours.  The Government may require less than the total amount of services set forth above as furnished.  In such event or in the event that the Government does not designate times and places sufficient for the full performance of said total amount of services within the period provided therefor, those services not furnished shall be deemed to be terminated for the convenience of the Government at no cost to the Government.  Such termination and any appropriation adjustments occasioned thereby shall be evidenced by a written document signed by the Contracting Officer and mailed or otherwise furnished to the Contractor.

The Contractor shall submit invoices for the above item of engineering services to the Disbursing Officer specified in the contract.  Each such invoice shall contain the name of the engineer, date and place of performance, contract service authority identification, and brief description of services performed and certification by a responsible U.S. Government official aboard each ship or at the activity where the services were performed.  A copy of each invoice shall be submitted to the _______________________________Code _____.

The Contractor shall be reimbursed under Item _____ (Domestic) and Item _____  (Foreign) for the reasonable actual subsistence incurred in the performance of Items        and        in an amount not exceeding $         (Domestic) per person per day and/or $ _____      (Foreign) per person per day, plus G&A. Subsistence shall be paid on a per diem basis.

Overtime shall be reimbursed under Item _____ and Item _____ only for work performed in excess of eight (8) hours per day and in excess of forty (40) hours per week plus Sundays and holidays. Overtime shall be performed, only when authorized by the using activity.

Reports for Items _____ and _____ shall be letter type and shall contain the following:  Problems encountered, actions taken, etc.  These reports shall be kept to a minimum and will be submitted within ten (10) working days after end of month.

Invoices submitted under Item _____ (Domestic) and Item _____ (Foreign) shall be supported by a statement of cost incurred by the Contractor and claimed to be reimbursable.  Such invoices and statement of cost shall be in such form and reasonable detail as the cognizant auditor, Defense Contract Audit Agency shall require.  Promptly after submission of each interim invoice and statement of cost, the Government shall make provisional payment of the amount shown thereon.  At any time or times prior to final payment on account of the aforestated items the cognizant auditor, Defense Contract Audit Agency, may make such audit of the invoices and statements of cost as it shall deem proper.  All disputes under this clause shall be decided in accordance with the provisions of the clause thereof entitled "Disputes." 

The maximum liability of the Government for Item_____ (domestic) and Item _____       (foreign) shall not exceed the estimated cost set forth in the Schedule for such Items, as such estimated cost may be increased in writing by the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall not be required to continue the performance of such Items unless and until such estimated amount shall have been increased, or further increased, as the case may be by the Contracting Officer in writing, and no payments under this contract for these Items shall exceed such estimated amounts as so increased.

The costs to be reimbursed under Item _____ and Item _____ shall be those costs accepted by the cognizant auditor, Defense Contract Audit Agency as chargeable in accordance with the principles for the determination of cost set forth in Subpart 31.2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation, as in effect on the date of this contract.
