SPAWAR 5252.217-9202  ESTABLISHMENT OF FIXED PRICES FOR REPAIR PARTS (JAN 1989)

Within sixty (60) days after receipt of the Provisioned Items Order for Maintenance Repair Parts the Contractor shall furnish price quotations to the Administrative Contracting Officer.  The ACO shall accomplish negotiation of prices and execution of a supplemental agreement within one hundred eighty (180) days after receipt of the PIO.  Failure to agree as to the fixed unit price of any such item, or as to the prices of the individual parts comprising the item, shall be deemed to be a dispute concerning a question of fact within the meaning of the clause of this contract entitled “Disputes.”

Notwithstanding approval by the Government by any list(s) of parts, pending establishment of the fixed price(s) as above provided in this clause, the maximum liability of the Government for each contract item of repair (or spare) parts shall not exceed the estimated price set forth for the item as such estimated price may be increased in writing by the Contracting Officer.  Pending the establishment of fixed price(s) for each item, the Contractor shall not be obligated to deliver parts under such item, the value of which exceeds the estimated price set forth therefor, as increased as above provided; the Contractor, however, shall deliver parts under each item of an aggregate value up to the estimated price for such item.
