SPAWAR 5252.217-9205  OPTION FOR ELECTRONIC REPAIR PARTS (MARINE CORPS) (JAN 1989)

(a) The Government may require the Contractor to furnish, for delivery at the time(s) and place(s) set forth in the contract, any or all of the Option Item(s) of Repair Parts set forth in the Schedule under the heading “Supplies/Services and Prices” (referred to in this clause as “Option Items”) and, if any such Item consists of a quantity of more than one set or other unit, may require the Contractor to furnish such number of sets or other units as may be specified in the document(s) exercising the option or, if no such number is so specified, then this option shall be deemed to have been exercised for the entire quantity of sets or other units of the Option Item.  This option shall be exercised, if at all, by written or telegraphic notice signed by the Contracting Officer and sent from time to time but within the times respectively specified below.

(b) The Government may exercise this option with respect to any Option Item prior to the receipt by the government of any Provisioning Technical Documentation applicable to such Item.

(c) To the extent that this option is not exercised as provided in paragraph (b) above then--


(i) with respect to each Option Item for which complete Provisioning Technical Documentation as specified in MIL-STD-1552 and MIL-STD 1561 is submitted at one time, this option shall be exercised within sixty (60) days (or such longer period of time as may be mutually agreed in writing by the Contractor and the Contracting Officer) after the postmark date of said Provisioning Technical Documentation.


(ii) with respect to each Option Item for which Provisioning Technical Documentation as specified in the above referenced Military Specification is submitted in increments or partial submittals, this option may be exercised with respect to each increment or partial submittal within sixty (60) days (or such longer period of time as may be mutually agreed in writing by the Contractor and the Contracting Officer) after the postmark date thereof.  Such an exercise shall apply only to that portion of each set, lot or other unit of the Option Item (the option for which is exercised) to which the increment or partial submittal is applicable.

(d) The exercise or failure to exercise this option in part with respect to any increment or partial submittal, any unit quantities of any Option Item or any Option Item shall not be deemed a waiver of the right to exercise or further exercise this option with respect to additional increments or partial submittals, additional quantities of units of any Option Item or additional Option Items, provided that each notice exercising this option is sent within the times respectively specified in this clause, and provided further that the total of all partial exercises shall not exceed the total number of Option Items nor the total unit quantity of each Option Item respectively, set forth in the Schedule.

(e) To the extent this option is exercised in accordance with paragraph (c) above, the government may combine in the document(s) exercising this option a letter of approval or a Change Order, approving or changing the quantities and items of  the repair parts list (i.e. the kinds of parts and the number of parts comprising any set or lot of repair parts).  Any exercise of option, with or without a letter of approval or Change Order, shall not be deemed a waiver of the government's rights subsequently to issue such a letter or such Change Order.

(f) If and to the extent this option is exercised, an estimated price will be established by the Contracting Officer at the time of each exercise for the parts and items covered by such exercise.

(g) Repair Parts Orders will be processed by the Commanding General, Marine Corps Logistics Base, Albany, GA  31704, who is designated as Alternate Administrative Contracting Officer under this contract with authority to:

(i) determine when Parts Order Options are to be exercised pursuant to Supplemental Agreement or change order procedures;

(ii) issue applicable change orders;

(iii) furnish necessary parts orders and funds to the cognizant Defense Contract Administration Services (DCAS) Administrative Contracting Officer;

(iv) establish direct liaison with the cognizant DCAS Administrative Contracting Officer and to furnish information and guidance to assist the DCAS Administrative Contracting Officer in formalizing applicable parts orders.

(h) Supplemental Agreements pricing out repair parts orders will be issued by the DCAS Administrative Contracting Officer.

(i) The Alternate Administrative Contracting Officer is authorized to use alpha-numeric series PA0001 through PA0999 to number change orders issued by the Marine Corps Logistics Base, Albany, GA  31704.
