PMW 120, Susie Hartzog
The Battlespace Awareness and Information Operations Program Office delivers intelligence, meteorological, oceanographic and information operations data, products and services that provide Information Dominance for naval warfighters.
PMW130, Rob Diaz
The Information Assurance and Cyber Security Program Office plans, manages and executes program resources to ensure continued protection of Navy and joint information, telecommunications and information systems from hostile exploitation and attack. PMW 130’s mission is to acquire and sustain cyber security products and services to ensure strong authentication, data integrity, confidentiality, non-repudiation and availability of network resources and information.
PMW 150, Mark Compton
The Navy Command and Control Program Office transforms operational needs into effective and affordable operational and tactical command and control (C2) capabilities for the Navy, Marine Corps, joint and coalition warfighters. 
PMW 160, Jim Churchill
The Tactical Networks Program Office delivers integrated wide area, local networking and foundation computing systems to support a robust network of well-informed, geographically dispersed Navy, joint service and coalition forces.
PMW 170, Dan Brothers
The Communications and GPS Navigation Program Office provides and supports interoperable, cost-effective communications and Position, Navigation and Timing (PNT) services, assured, resilient communications and GPS navigation to enable information dominance for maritime forces.
PMW 740, Sean Moone
The International C4I Integration Program Office delivers integrate products and services for command, control, communications, computers and intelligence (C4I) to U.S. allies and coalition partners. We assist our customers throughout the product lifecycle, from the initial requirements analysis to product sustainment to support. The result is enhanced interoperability between the U.S. and our international partners within cost, schedule and performance objectives.
PMW 750, CAPT Robert Cassol
The Carrier and Air Integration Program Office delivers integrated and interoperable C4I capabilities to our Navy’s aircraft carriers, amphibious ships, command ships and aircraft by leading PEO C4I integration initiatives to improve system-of-systems (SoS) operability during C4I modernization. PMW 750 invokes advanced planning to ensure the right capability goes to the right ship at the right time, focuses on customer satisfaction for new construction and fleet modernization, serves as a fleet advocate within PEO C4I and ensures naval aviation C4I requirements are fully integrated and interoperable with core PEO C4I systems.
PMW 760, David Rodriguez
The Ship Integration Program Office designs, integrates, tests and delivers interoperable C4I end-to-end capabilities to our Navy and Coast Guard group and unit-level surface ships during New Construction and Modernization.
PMW 770, Mark Mukanos
The Undersea Integration Program Office delivers vital capabilities to the Navy by connecting the entire undersea architecture of manned and unmanned systems and undersea vehicles to maximize joint warfighting capability.
PMW 790, Ken Ebert
The Shore and Expeditionary Integration Program Office provides tactical shore and expeditionary forces with integrated C4I capabilities that are innovative, interoperable and secure. We accomplish this through acquisition, integration and modernization.
SBIR & STTR, John Thom
The Navy's SBIR/STTR programs are primarily mission oriented programs, which fund science and technology areas that enhance the Navy's capabilities through innovations developed by small businesses. The programs are congressionally mandated. Each federal agency with an extramural Research Development Testing and Evaluation budget in excess of $100M must participate. The STIR program requires small companies to partner with researchers at universities, non-profit research institutions, or contractor-operated federally funded R&D centers (FFRDCs), and work as a team to turn ideas into technologies and products.
