GENERAL GUIDANCE
The clause at FAR 52.213-4, Terms and Conditions--Simplified Acquisitions (Other Than Commercial Items), is a compilation of the most commonly used clauses that apply to simplified acquisitions; and may be modified to fit the individual acquisition to add other needed clauses, or those clauses may be added separately. Modifications (i.e., additions, deletions, or substitutions) must not create a void or internal contradiction in the clause. For example, do not add an inspection and acceptance or termination for convenience requirement unless the existing requirement is deleted. Also, do not delete a paragraph without providing for an appropriate substitute.

SPECIFIC GUIDANCE ON THE CLAUSE AT FAR 52.213-4
(1) The clause at FAR 52.213-4 Terms and Conditions--Simplified Acquisitions (Other Than Commercial Items) contains the following full text clauses that are specific to the clause:

(a) The clause contains an “Inspection/Acceptance” clause that is specifically applicable to simplified acquisitions. The contracting officer may substitute other clauses from the Excel Spreadsheet titled “Additional Simplified Acquisition Procedures Clauses and Provisions (Other Than Commercial Items Under FAR Part 12)” if they are applicable. When using any of the other clauses, insure the purchase order says the “Inspection/Acceptance” clause in the clause at FAR 52.213-4 is deleted.

(b) The clause contains an “Excusable delays” clause, a “Termination for the Government’s convenience” clause, and a “Termination for cause” clause that are specifically applicable simplified acquisitions. These clauses have no force and effect unless the purchase order is bilaterally executed. The contracting officer may substitute other clauses from the Excel Spreadsheet, Additional Simplified Acquisition Procedures Clauses and Provisions (Other Than Commercial Items Under FAR Part 12), if they are applicable. When using any of the other clauses, insure the purchase order says the applicable clause in the clause at FAR 52.213-4 is deleted.

(c) The clause contains a “Warranty” clause that is specifically applicable simplified acquisitions.

(2) The clause at FAR 52.213-4 Terms and Conditions--Simplified Acquisitions (Other Than Commercial Items) also contains the following Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) clauses that are incorporated by reference:

52.222-3, Convict Labor. (Applies to solicitations and contracts above the micro-purchase threshold, when the contract is to be performed in U.S., Puerto Rico, Virgin Islands, Guam, American Samoa or Trust Territory of Pacific Islands unless FAR 52.222-20 applies or contract is with Federal Prison Industries.)

52.222-21, Prohibition of Segregated Facilities. (Applies when the contract will include the clause at FAR 52.222-26.)

52.222-26, Equal Opportunity. (Applies to all solicitations and contracts (see FAR 22.802), unless the contract is exempt from all the requirements of E.O. 11246 (see FAR 22.807). Insert Alternate I when one or more of the items are exempt.)

52.222-50, Combating Trafficking in Persons. (Applies to all solicitations and contracts.)

52.225-13, Restrictions on Certain Foreign Purchases. (Applies to solicitations and contracts with a value exceeding $2,500 or $15,000 for acquisitions as described in FAR 13.201(g), unless an exception applies.)

52.233-4, Applicable Law for Breach of Contract Claim. (Applies to all solicitations and contracts.)

52.232-1, Payments. (Applies to fixed-price supply or service contracts.)

52.232-8, Discounts for Prompt Payment. (Applies to fixed-price supply or service contracts.)

52.232-11, Extras. (Applies to fixed-price supply or service contracts.)

52.232-25, Prompt Payment. (Applies to all solicitations and contracts.)

52.233-1, Disputes. (Applies to all solicitations and contracts. Insert Alternate I if continued performance is necessary pending resolution of any claim as specified in DFARS 233.214).

52.244-6, Subcontracts for Commercial Items. (Applies to solicitations and contracts for supplies or services.)

52.253-1, Computer Generated Forms. (Applies to solicitations and contracts that require the contractor to submit data on Standard or Optional Forms prescribed by the FAR and DFARS.)

52.222-19, Child Labor-Cooperation with Authorities and Remedies. (Applies to contracts for supplies exceeding the micro-purchase threshold.)

52.222-20, Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act. (Applies to supply contracts over $10,000 in the United States, Puerto Rico, or the U.S. Virgin Islands).

52.222-35, Equal Opportunity for Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietnam Era, and Other Eligible Veterans. (Applies to contracts of $25,000 or more).

52.222-36, Affirmative Action for Workers with Disabilities. (Applies to contracts over $10,000, unless the work is to be performed outside the United States by employees recruited outside the United States. For purposes of this clause, United States includes the 50 States, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the Northern Mariana Islands, American Samoa, Guam, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and Wake Island.)

52.222-37, Employment Reports on Special Disabled Veterans, Veterans of the Vietnam Era, and Other Eligible Veterans. (Applies to contracts of $25,000 or more).

52.222-41, Service Contract Act of 1965, As Amended. (Applies to service contracts over $2,500 that are subject to the Service Contract Act and will be performed in the United States, District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the Northern Mariana Islands, American Samoa, Guam, the U.S. Virgin Islands, Johnston Island, Wake Island, or the outer continental shelf lands. Depending on the requirement, contracting officers may be required to insert the clauses at FAR 52.222-42, 52.222-43, 52.222-44, 52.222-47, 52.222-48 and/or 52.222-49 contained in the Excel Spreadsheet, Additional Simplified Acquisition Procedures Clauses and Provisions (Other Than Commercial Items Under FAR Part 12).

52.223-5, Pollution Prevention and Right-to-Know Information. (Applies to services performed on Federal facilities).

52.225-1, Buy American Act--Supplies. (As required by DFARS 225.1101, use the clauses at DFARS 252.225-7001 or 252.225-7035 instead. Guidance on the use of these DFARS clauses is contained in the Excel Spreadsheet, Additional Simplified Acquisition Procedures Clauses and Provisions (Other Than Commercial Items Under FAR Part 12).

52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer--Central Contractor Registration. (Applies to solicitations and contracts that require a contractor to be registered in the Central Contractor Registration database and maintain registration until final payment, unless (1) payment will be made through a third party arrangement (see FAR 13.301 and FAR 32.1110(d); or (2) an exception listed in FAR 32.1103(a) through (i) applies. When using this clause, contracting officers shall also insert the clause at FAR 52.204-7, Central Contractor Registration, and the clause at DFARS 252.204-7004, Alternate A.)

52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer--Other than Central Contractor Registration. (Applies to solicitations and contracts that require Electronic Funds Transfer as the method for payment (see FAR 32.1103), but do not require a contractor to be registered in the Central Contractor Registration database as specified in FAR 4.1002.)

52.247-64, Preference for Privately Owned U.S.-Flag Commercial Vessels. (As specified at FAR 47.500, this clause does not apply to DoD contracts)

52.209-6, Protecting the Government’s Interest When Subcontracting with Contractors Debarred, Suspended, or Proposed for Debarment. (Applies to contracts over $25,000).

52.211-17, Delivery of Excess Quantities. (Applies to fixed-price supply contracts).

52.247-29, F.o.b. Origin. (Applies to supplies if delivery is f.o.b. origin. This clause is implemented on a purchase order by checking the F.o.b. Origin or F.o.b. Destination block on the face of the DD Form 1155. If they apply, the contracting officer may insert any of the other transportation clauses contained in the Excel Spreadsheet, Additional Simplified Acquisition Procedures Clauses and Provisions (Other Than Commercial Items Under FAR Part 12). These other clauses are numbered 52.247-30 through 52.247-65. When using any of the other clauses, insure the purchase order says the 52.247-29 F.o.b. Origin and the 52.247-34 F.o.b. Destination clauses in the clause at FAR 52.213-4 are deleted.).

52.247-34, F.o.b. Destination. (Applies to supplies if delivery is f.o.b. destination. This clause is implemented on a purchase order by checking the F.o.b. Origin or F.o.b. Destination block on the face of the DD Form 1155. If they apply, the contracting officer may insert any of the other transportation clauses contained in the Excel Spreadsheet, Additional Simplified Acquisition Procedures Clauses and Provisions (Other Than Commercial Items Under FAR Part 12). These other clauses are numbered 52.247-30 through 52.247-65. When using any of the other clauses, insure the purchase order says the 52.247-29 F.o.b. Origin and the 52.247-34 F.o.b. Destination clauses in the clause at FAR 52.213-4 are deleted.).

(3) The clause at FAR 52.213-4 Terms and Conditions--Simplified Acquisitions (Other Than Commercial Items) also contains the following Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) clause that is included in full text:

FAR 52.252-2, Clauses Incorporated by Reference. (Applies when clauses are incorporated by reference. The Variation to this clause included in AMAS specifies the URL addresses for obtaining the full text of the clauses incorporated by reference.)
