Contract Business Analysis Repository (CBAR) eTool

PURPOSE

The CBAR eTool is a database DCMA uses to capture and display information about the suppliers they support.  The Armed Services and the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) require access to this information to understand the health of the suppliers' businesses.  CBAR:
· Assists Procurement Contracting Officers (PCOs) with contracting efforts – primarily negotiations

· Provide contractor information that today is requested and provided via other means
· Mandatory for ACOs to load CBAR data for major contractors
· Capture Contractors with 80% of total sales to DoD
· Other contractors at ACO’s discretion
· Houses 525 CAGE codes in database (475 major)
· Headquarters top vendors for 2010 - 2012
· 12 of the top 20 vendors are in the system  
· 22 of the top 50 vendors are in the system

· 29 of the top 100 vendors are in the system
INFORMATION IN DATABASE
CBAR eTool captures the following contract-related information about companies:
· Indirect and Direct Rates
· Forward Pricing Rate Agreement (FPRA)
· Forward Pricing Rate Recommendation (FPRR)
· Status of Business Systems -- CAGE and corporate level 
· Description of open Cost Accounting Standards issues
· General Contractor (CAGE) Information
· That is, the CAGE which awarded a government contract
· Document identifies major customers, and
· Sales and employee headcount data
· Parent Corporation information 
· DoD PCOs will populate CBAR with Negotiation Business Clearance Data
· PCO enters business clearance data into CBAR
· PCO uploads supporting documentation (e.g., PNOM and PNM) 
· DPAP to create rules for populating CBAR with data and documentation (e.g., all negotiations > $10 Million)
· Share knowledge among contracting officers
