Dear Ms Starwars,

This letter confirms our telephone conversation of 5 June 1998.  During that conversation, I informed you that we would be conducting face-to-face discussions.  We will meet with your company on Monday 15 June 1998 from 8:00 A.M. until noon or as otherwise agreed to by the Government.  As indicated in FAR Part 15, we find your proposal competitive.  However, these discussions may serve to further refine our list of competitive offers and may result in the elimination of offerors from further consideration.  Per our telephone conversation, we require that your presentation take no longer than 1 hour.  We will ask questions following your presentation and answers to those questions will not be counted towards your 1 hour time limit. When discussions are complete, we will ask for a final revision.  

Please note that we now have firm minimum requirements established.  These revised requirements are set forth in the enclosure (1) RFP amendment.  We have also been able to better define anticipated quantities for the option years as well as the base year.  Pursuant to the foregoing, we have also revised the quantities that will be used for price evaluation purposes.  The RFP amendment also adds Not-to-Exceed dollar values for travel and clarifies how travel prices will be evaluated.  Enclosure (1) also corrects an oversight made with regard to the technical evaluation.  The Government requires additional information with regard to the shock qualifications of your equipment.  Accordingly, enclosure (1) adds shock qualification as a specific area of evaluation.  Revised proposals are due no later than 1:00 P.M. Pacific Daylight Time on 24 June 1998.  You should, however, be prepared to discuss the foregoing price and technical aspects during the face-to-face discussions.  For your information, we are working toward contract award in July 1998. 

Also included herewith, as enclosure (2), is a list of questions that we expect your oral presentation to address. The Government may ask additional questions during or after your presentation with regard to any aspect of your proposal.  Please prepare accordingly.  Your company and its team may be represented by up to four people who are employed by you or your subcontractor and who will be assigned to this program, should you be the successful offeror.  

The Government will provide a view-graph machine and reserves the right to videotape the discussions.  You should be prepared to provide the Government, for its retention, with four copies of the slides used in any view-graph presentation plus one copy on electronic media.  

Be advised that discussions relevant to past performance DO NOT necessarily mean that you have provided sufficient information supporting a “pass” on all performance specifications or mandatory requirements, as set forth in the RFP.   We specifically reserve the right to discuss past performance, or any other, issues with you and still find your technical proposal to be noncompliant, too expensive, or otherwise ineligible for award.  .  

Should our discussions find you either technically noncompliant, too expensive, or otherwise ineligible for award, you may be eliminated from the competitive range in accordance with FAR Part 15.  Should discussions confirm that you are within the competitive range, your proposal revisions will be considered by the Government.

BB  – Technical

1.  Shock.  The solicitation requires the offeror to meet the handover specification requirement (paragraph 3.2.5.3) in the presence of motion (paragraph 3.3a through 3.3q).  Specification paragraph 3.3.j sets forth shock requirements.  Please provide evidence of a successful shock test of an instrumented mass model or a finite element stress model that demonstrates the above-decks equipment meets the specification. Test results, modeling or analysis of above-decks equipment that is similar in design to the equipment offered in your proposal will be judged sufficient. Testing, modeling or analysis that gives the Government a reasonable confidence that your above-decks equipment will meet the shock specification referenced above will be acceptable. Anecdotal information on shock performance will not be acceptable.

Viasat – Price

1.  The prices offered for the Antenna Terminal Systems are high.  The price differential for six vs. nine month delivery is high.

2.  The prices offered for shipping of the Terminal Systems appear high. 

3.  Prices offered for travel are high.  Prices for air transportation appear to be based on first-class fares and per diem rates exceed Government JTR rates. 

4.  Pricing for Table B-7, Training, is missing prices for quantities of 5 through 12 on Contract Line Item Number 0006.  Please insert as part of your next proposal revision.
