(e) The contractor is responsible for the conduct of employees performing work under this contract and is, therefore, responsible to assure that employees are notified of these provisions prior to assignment.

(f) The removal of contractor personnel from a Government vessel or installation as a result of the drug offenses shall not be cause for excusable delay, nor shall such action be deemed a basis for an equitable adjustment to price, delivery or other provisions of this contract.

C-705  ENERGY STAR REQUIREMENTS (JUN 1996)

(a) The contractor’s computers and monitors shall comply with the following Energy Star requirements:

(1) The Personal Computer (PC) shall be configured so that it automatically enters a low-power mode of 30 watts or less after a period of 15-30 minutes of inactivity.

(2) For all-in-one systems, where the PC and the monitor are in the same casing, the system must enter a low-power mode of no more than 60 watts after a specified period of inactivity.

(3) The PC shall automatically recover from the low-power mode upon receipt of external input (e.g., mouse movement, keyboard activity, typing of a password, modem interrupt, or other network activity, etc.){Note, however, that an initial keystroke should not be passed through to the open application.  When a system awakens from a “sleep” mode, the user shall be returned automatically to the same situation that existed prior to activation of the sleep mode, i.e., all files and software packages in use at the time the sleep mode is triggered, shall be returned to the screen in the same condition}.

(4) The PC shall be configured so that it can automatically place an Energy Star monitor into a low-power mode of 30 watts or less after a period of 15-30 minutes of inactivity.

*** NOTICE TO PREPARER:  Most monitors cannot power down by themselves, and must rely on some external input to trigger their low-power state.  This is typically accomplished via one of the following: (1) VESA Display Power Management Signaling (DPMS), a signaling protocol that allows a PC equipped with DPMS to control a DPMS compatible monitor (both the computer and monitor must be DPMS compatible), (2) the actual shut off of power to the monitor via a special plug from the PC (this does not require an ENERGY STAR monitor), or (3) the use of a proprietary software utility shipped with the monitor. (2) The copier shall warm-up from the off mode within _____ minutes.

*** NOTICE TO PREPARER:  Based on the requiring activity’s operational needs and its acquisition planning, recovery time(s) should be reviewed by the requiring activity to determine if (1) a mandatory requirement should be specified, or (2) a range of standards for a greatest value analysis should be included.  Requirements personnel should compare the warm-up recovery times of different copiers, particularly low- and mid-volume copiers, when making purchasing decisions.  Some copiers also have a low-power mode, and consumers should also compare the time it takes for different copiers to recover from this low-power mode.  A low-power or auto-off mode with a quick recovery time will reduce the time a user must wait for the copier to begin functioning.  If warm-up recovery time(s) are to be evaluated under the solicitation, the solicitation shall specify that offerors are required to provide data on the time it takes for a copier to warm-up from the off mode. ***

(3) The copying speed for double-sided copies shall be _______ pages per minute [***using a basket feeder***] and the copying speed for single-sided copies shall be pages per minute [***using a basket feeder***].

*** NOTICE TO PREPARER:  Based on the requiring activity’s operational needs and its acquisition planning, copying speed(s) for double-sided and single-sided copies should be reviewed by the requiring activity to determine if (1) a mandatory requirement should be specified, or (2) a range of standards for a greatest value analysis should be included.  Some mid- or high-volume copiers have duplexing (double-siding) speeds equal to the single-sided copying speed.  However, some are much slower and may affect the productivity of a copier.  If copying speed(s) are to be evaluated under the solicitation, the solicitation shall specify that offerors are required to provide a comparison of double-sided and single-sided copying speeds. ***

(4) The average time between failure is _________, and the average time between service is _________.

*** NOTICE TO PREPARER:  Based on the requiring activity’s operational needs and its acquisition planning, time between failure and time between service should be reviewed by the requiring activity to determine if (1) a mandatory requirement should be specified, or (2) a range of standards for a greatest value analysis should be included.  Copiers that jam frequently create unnecessary waste.  Asking about the double-sided copying jamming rate will provide additional information on the performance of high speed copiers.  Manufactures may refer consumers to independent lab reports on the performance and reliability (including duplexing information, if available) of specific copier models.  If failure and services time(s) are to be evaluated under the solicitation, the solicitation shall specify that offerors are required to provide information on the average time between failure, and the average time between service. ***

(c) The contractor’s printers and plain-paper fax machines shall comply with the following Energy Star requirements:

(1) Printers and plain-paper fax machines shall be able to enter and recover from a low-power standby mode when not in use.  Power levels range from 15 watts to 45 watts, based on output speed, i.e., pages per minute.

(2) All products shall be shipped with the Energy Star low-power feature activated or enabled.

*** NOTICE TO PREPARER:  This eliminates the need for users to configure the power management feature after delivery, and helps to ensure that the energy-saving feature is used. ***

C-706  AVAILABLE FACILITIES (JAN 1992)

(a) Temperature and Humidity

(1) Controlled Environment

The system shall operate properly when installed indoors in a controlled environment with ambient temperatures between *** and *** degrees C, and ambient relative humidity between *** and *** (noncondensing).

C-710  MAINTENANCE OF EQUIPMENT (JAN 1992)

The following paragraphs contain maintenance requirements for the items listed in this contract.

(a) Maintenance Service

(1) The Contractor shall provide maintenance (labor and parts) at the prices shown in the contract and keep all equipment provided under this contract in acceptable operating condition (not less than the effectiveness level specified in the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause).  Acceptable operating condition is defined as hardware and software which consistently executes, providing the same expected results, fulfilling the specifications set forth by the hardware or software manufacturer or developer.  Any downtime resulting in less than specified effectiveness level shall incur downtime credits in accordance with the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause.  Maintenance service shall not include electrical work external to the equipment furnished under this contract, the furnishing of supplies, and adding or removing accessories, attachments or other devices, repair of damage resulting from accident, transportation, neglect, misuse, failure of electrical power or air conditioning or humidity control, or cause other than ordinary use.

(2) Only new standard parts or parts certified as equivalent to new standard parts shall be used in making repairs.

(3) The following maintenance service may be ordered:

a. On-Site during the Principal Period of Maintenance (OSPPM).

b. On-Site during Extended Principal Period of Maintenance (OSEPPM)

c. On-Call during the Principal Period of Maintenance (OCPPM).

d. On-Call during Extended Principal Period of Maintenance (OCEPPM)

e. On-Call Outside the Maintenance Period (OCOMP).

f. Per-Call when no other service is ordered (Per-Call)

(1) Rapid Service (RAPID Per-Call)

(2) Non-Rapid Service (Non-RAPID Per-Call)

g. Carryback/Mail-In (CMI)

(b) On-Site Maintenance Service Coverage (WR)

*** INSERT REQUIREMENT or DELETE ***

(c) On-Call Maintenance Service Coverage (WR)

***INSERT REQUIREMENTS or DELETE***

(1) OCPPM and OCEPPM Coverage. The Contractor shall provide on-call maintenance service during the Principal Period of Maintenance (OCPPM) *** Monday through Friday, excluding U.S. Federal Government Holidays, and any extended Principal Period of Maintenance (OCEPPM) at the fixed monthly charges shown in the Exhibits.  The Contractor shall keep the hardware and software operating in accordance with the hardware and software requirements specified in this part of the contract.

(2) OCOMP Coverage

(A) The Contractor shall provide on-call maintenance service outside the PPM (OCPPM) and EPPM (OCEPPM) at the hourly rate specified in the Exhibits.  The OCOMP rate includes all travel expenses to and from the installations sites.

(B) The maximum total charge for any one occurrence shall not exceed the lesser charge of a six hour OCOMP service call including travel time to and from the installation site or the Contractor’s maximum charge listed in the Exhibits.

(C) Charges shall be computed to the nearest tenth of an hour.

(D) A consistent on-call hourly rate shall be maintained independent of the number of calls.

(d) Per-Call Maintenance Service Coverage (WR)

This service shall be provided when neither on-site, nor on-call service are ordered.  This service shall cover parts necessary to effect remedial maintenance.

(1) At Government Site

(A) The Contractor shall provide per-call maintenance service when requested at the hourly per-call rate shown in the Exhibit.  The per-call rate includes all travel expenses to and from the installation site.

(B) The maximum total charge for any one occurrence shall not exceed the lesser charge of a six hour per-call maintenance service call including all travel time to and from the installation site or the maximum charge listed in the Exhibits.

(C) Maintenance availability is required seven days a week, twenty-four hours per day.

(D) Charges shall be computed to the nearest one-tenth hour (6 minutes).

(E) If per-call maintenance is ordered for a Government site, the Contractor bears no obligation for the Government’s effectiveness level requirements described in the hardware and/or software specifications or the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause, nor does the Contractor bear an obligation under the Government’s preventive maintenance requirements described in paragraph (g) of this specification.  In addition, the Contractor shall not be subject to the downtime credits discussed in paragraphs (g) and (f) of the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 clause.  However, the Contractor shall be subject to the response time credits in subparagraph (a)(2) of the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause.

(2) Carryback/Mail-In (CMI) Maintenance (S)

The Contractor shall maintain the hardware by repairing, at the contractor’s facility, any malfunctioning unit returned to the contractor by mail or carried-in by the Government.

(A) The user will diagnose and isolate failures and notify the Contractor, via telephone, of the malfunction and results of the diagnostic program.

(B) The Government will carry-back or mail-in whole units unless the Contractor specifies return of less than a whole unit (for example, board replacement or a complete subunit such as a detachable keyboard).

(C) The Contractor shall provide all supplies, parts, tools, and test equipment required for maintenance of the system.  When CMI maintenance is specified, the Government will be responsible for the cost of transporting the item to be repaired to the Contractor facility.  Shipment costs of repaired items shipped back to the Government shall be borne by the Contractor.

(e) Maintenance Service Response Time

(1) OCPPM and OCEPPM Maintenance Service Response Time

The Contractor maintenance personnel shall commence repairs at the designated point within *** hours of the time that the Government makes a bona fide attempt to notify the Contractor that remedial maintenance is required.  Response times in excess of this amount shall incur response time credits in accordance with the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause.

(2) OCOMP Maintenance Service Response Time

The Contractor maintenance personnel shall commence repairs at the designated point within *** hours of the time that the Government makes a bona fide attempt to notify the Contractor that remedial maintenance is required.  Response times in excess of this amount shall incur response time credits in accordance with the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause.

(3) Per-Call Maintenance Service Response Time

(A) Rapid Response.

The Contractor maintenance personnel shall commence repairs at the designated point within *** hours of the time that the Government makes a bona fide attempt to notify the Contractor that remedial maintenance is required.  Response times in excess of this amount shall incur response time credits in accordance with the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause.

(B) Non-Rapid Response.

The Contractor maintenance personnel shall commence repairs at the designated point within *** hours of the beginning of the Contractor’s next normal workday.  Response times in excess of this amount shall incur response time credits in accordance with the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause.

(4) CMI Response (S)
The Contractor shall have a total of five working days from time of receipt to repair or replace (at his option) the malfunctioning hardware and return to the user.  Response times in excess of this time shall incur response time credits in accordance with the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits” clause.

(f) Remedial Maintenance

Remedial maintenance shall be performed after notification that equipment or operating software is inoperative.  The Contractor shall provide the Government with the designated point(s) of contact and make arrangements to enable its maintenance representative to receive such notification.

(g) Preventive Maintenance

Preventive maintenance shall be performed at a time other than during the PPM or EPPM unless otherwise approved by the Government Site Manager.  The schedule for the performance of preventive maintenance will be established by the Government no later than the installation date specified for the equipment.

(h) Maintenance of Government Owned ADPE

In addition to the foregoing maintenance service requirements of this “Maintenance of Equipment” specification, the requirements of the SPAWAR 5252.239-9615 “Maintenance of Equipment--Downtime and Response Time Credits”, SPAWAR 5252.239-9612 “Replacement Parts Availability”, the SPAWAR 5252.239-9613 “Equipment Warranty” clauses apply.

(i) Site Maintenance Journal

(1) The Contractor shall maintain for the Government, a Site Maintenance Journal which includes:

(A) A complete system configuration list including addresses and vectors for all peripherals and devices on the system.

(B) A log of all trouble calls reported including time and date of call, trouble reported, time system is stored to service and name of personnel repairing the system.

(C) A chronological list of contractor activity on the system including diagnostic tests, preventive maintenance, system upgrades and remedial maintenance.

(2) This Journal remains the property of the Government.

(j) Contractor Representative

The Contractor shall designate a representative who shall act as the primary contact between the Contractor and Naval Activities.  The Contractor representative shall be the local point of contact to assure effective and responsive communications and timely accomplishment of Contractor responsibilities.

(k) Multi-Level Maintenance Support

The Contractor shall provide multiple levels of technical maintenance support.  If a malfunction has not been corrected within four hours of initial maintenance personnel arrival, the Contractor shall provide the next higher level of engineering technical support upon Government request.  This level of support may be in the form of telephone contact, remote diagnostic support, or higher level personnel assistance at no additional cost to the Government.  This assistance shall begin within two hours of request.

(l) Extension or Reduction of the Principle Period of Maintenance

(1) The Government may extend or reduce the principle period of maintenance (PPM) by the consecutive hours per day stated in Exhibit C and at the prices specified therein.  The Contracting Officer may change the PPM at any time within the term of the contract by giving at least 30 days written notice to the Contractor or less if agreed to by the Contractor.  Performance of the adjusted principle period of maintenance shall be in accordance with the clauses set forth in this contract.

(2) Different periods of maintenance may be ordered with-in the same week, e.g., order 16 hour service Monday through Friday and nine-hour service on Saturday.

(3) Maintenance Change for Government-Owned Equipment

The Government may change any maintenance being performed under this contract on Government-owned equipment by giving 30 days prior written notice to the Contractor.

(m) Malfunction Reports (WR)
The Contractor shall furnish, at the installation site(s), a supply of forms that will be used by the Government to report date and time of notification and a description of system/machine malfunction(s).  The Contractor shall complete the Government’s copy of this malfunction incident report including the following:

(1) Data and time notified,

(2) Data and time of arrival,

(3) Type(s), model number(s), serial number(s) of machine(s) and SCLIN identification,

(4) Time spent for repair,

(5) Description of the malfunction,

(6) General description of any parts replaced,

(7) Comments as to the cause of the malfunction,

(8) Date and time system/machine returned to the Government in operative condition, and

(9) Time expanded in acquiring replacement parts.

(End of specification)

PRESCRIPTION:  (a) This specification is to be used to specify the hardware maintenance requirements in a contract for a commercial information technology hardware and/or software.  For the purpose of these instructions, the word “commercial” has the same meaning as the term “commercial item” as that term is defined in FAR 2.101, and the term “information technology” has the same meaning as that term is defined in FAR 2.101.

(b) This specification may be used in a contract that requires the contractor to provide maintenance of commercial information technology systems or subsystems (i.e., hardware and/or software) that were acquired under other contract(s).  In addition, this specification may also be used in a contract for the maintenance of non-commercial information technology systems or subsystems.

(c) Certain paragraphs are marked with an “(S)” or a “(WR)”.  Those marked with an “(S)” are Sample paragraphs that may be modified to fit the specific requirement.  Those that are marked “(WR)” are paragraphs that are Required, when Applicable.

C-714  CONVERSION REQUIREMENTS (JUL 1997)

The microcomputer application software described in the Software Specification shall contain conversion utilities.  These conversion utilities shall convert documents that are in the following format(s):  [Insert format and version number, e.g., MS-Word 6.0, WordPerfect v 5.1, Lotus 1-2-3 Release 4, MS-Excel 7.0, etc].
(End of clause)

PRESCRIPTION:  (a) This sample specification is for use in a solicitation and/or contract for a commercial information technology hardware and/or software.  This sample specification may be modified to fit the Government’s specific requirements.  If there are no conversion requirements, then delete this specification.  For the purpose of these instructions, the word “commercial” has the same meaning as the term “commercial item” as that term is defined in FAR 2.101, and the term “information technology” has the same meaning as that term is defined in FAR 2.101.

(b) The augmentation or replacement of an existing computing system may require that some or all of the existing software or databases be converted so that they will be compatible with the augmentation or replacement.  There are a variety of approaches that can be taken within a solicitation to address this subject; three of which are:

(1) For office automation tools (e.g., word processing, spreadsheets), especially those operating on microcomputers, the software manufacturer will often include conversion utilities with the software package.  These utilities typically support other popular products.  This “Conversion Requirements” Specification should delineate a requirement that these utilities are to be provided.  Alternately, this requirement can be included in the specification for the software to be provided.  However, if the activity has been using a less well known software package, the conversion utilities may not cover their existing software.  For microcomputer and mainframe software and for application programs (e.g. financial management systems) conversion utilities (if available at all) are usually not included with the product and must be acquired separately from the manufacturer or a third party.  Often, software manufacturers do not develop or provide pre-written utilities.  In addition, the Government may have large databases that may need to be converted in order to be compatible with the augmentation or replacement.  In such cases, alternate conversion arrangements must be taken.

(2) The Government will say in this Specification C-714 “Conversion Requirements” that if an offeror proposes computer hardware and/or software that requires conversion, the offeror will be assessed a specific dollar amount for the Government to perform or have performed the conversions.  If this approach is taken, the contracting should use the sample format in Attachment 12, Paragraph 2 “Other Government Costs” to convey this information to the offerors.

(3) The Government will say in this Specification C-714 “Conversion Requirements” that the offeror/contractor will be required to perform the conversions for Government-developed applications software and databases and, if the offeror proposes proprietary computer that requires conversion, then the offeror will be assessed a specific dollar amount for the Government to perform those conversions.  If an acquisition strategy requires the contractor to perform these conversions, then these requirements will be stated in this specification.  The solicitation should instruct the offeror to include their proposed costs and/or prices for this conversion in their price proposal and provide in their technical proposal their approach for successfully completing the conversion.  If this approach is taken, the contracting should use the sample format in Attachment 12, Paragraph 2 “Other Government Costs” to convey the conversion assessment dollar amount to the offerors.

252.239-7000  PROTECTION AGAINST COMPROMISING EMANATIONS (JUN 2004)

(a) The Contractor shall provide or use only information technology, as specified by the Government, that has been accredited to meet the appropriate information assurance requirements of--

(1) The National Security Agency National TEMPEST Standards (NACSEM No. 5100 or NACSEM No. 5100A, Compromising Emanations Laboratory Test Standard, Electromagnetics (U)); or

(2) Other standards specified by this contract, including the date through which the required accreditation is current or valid for the contract.

(b) Upon request of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall provide documentation supporting the accreditation.

(c) The Government may, as part of its inspection and acceptance, conduct additional tests to ensure that information technology delivered under this contract satisfies the information assurance standards specified. The Government may conduct additional tests--

(1) At the installation site or contractor’s facility; and

(2) Notwithstanding the existence of valid accreditations of information technology prior to the award of this contract.

(d) Unless otherwise provided in this contract under the Warranty of Supplies or Warranty of Systems and Equipment clause, the Contractor shall correct or replace accepted information technology found to be deficient within 1 year after proper installations.

(1) The correction or replacement shall be at no cost to the Government.

(2) Should a modification to the delivered information technology be made by the Contractor, the 1-year period applies to the modification upon its proper installation.

(3) This paragraph (d) applies regardless of f.o.b. point or the point of acceptance of the deficient information technology.

(End of clause)

PRESCRIPTION: Use in solicitations and contracts involving information technology that requires protection against compromising emanations.

252.239-7016  TELECOMMUNICATIONS SECURITY EQUIPMENT, DEVICES, TECHNIQUES, AND SERVICES (DEC 1991)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause-

(1) “Securing” means the application of Government-approved telecommunications security equipment, devices, techniques, or services to contractor telecommunications systems.

(2) “Sensitive information” means any information the loss, misuse, or modification of which, or unauthorized access to, could adversely affect the national interest or the conduct of Federal programs, or the privacy to which individuals are entitled under 5 U.S.C. 552a (the Privacy Act), but which has not been specifically authorized under criteria established by an Executive Order or Act of Congress to be kept secret in the interest of national defense or foreign policy.

(3) “Telecommunications systems” means voice, record, and data communications, including management information systems and local data networks that connect to external transmission media, when employed by Government agencies, contractors, and subcontractors to transmit-

(i) Classified or sensitive information;

(ii) Matters involving intelligence activities, cryptologic activities related to national security, the command and control of military forces, or equipment that is an integral part of a weapon or weapons system; or

(iii) Matters critical to the direct fulfillment of military or intelligence missions.

(b) This solicitation/contract identifies classified or sensitive information that requires securing during telecommunications and requires the Contractor to secure telecommunications systems.  The Contractor agrees to secure information and systems at the following location: (Identify the location.)

(c) To provide the security, the Contractor shall use Government-approved telecommunications equipment, devices, techniques, or services.  A list of the approved equipment, etc. may be obtained from (identify where list can be obtained).  Equipment, devices, techniques, or services used by the Contractor must be compatible or interoperable with (list and identify the location of any telecommunications security equipment, device, technique, or service currently being used by the technical or requirements organization or other offices with which the Contractor must communicate).

(d) Except as may be provided elsewhere in this contract, the Contractor shall furnish all telecommunications security equipment, devices, techniques, or services necessary to perform this contract.  The Contractor must meet ownership eligibility conditions for communications security equipment designated as controlled cryptographic items.

(e) The Contractor agrees to include this clause, including this paragraph (e), in all subcontracts which require securing telecommunications.

(End of clause)

C-715  INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SUPPORT SERVICES TASK ORDERS (LEVEL OF EFFORT) (OCT 2003)

(a) Task Order Contents. Task orders will be issued on DD Form 1155 that will specify and authorize work, as stated in Section C, to be accomplished by the contractor. Each task order will contain at a minimum, the following information:

(1) The date of the task order;

(2) The contract number and the task order number;

(3) The accounting and appropriation data;

(4) The item/deliverable number, description, quantity, hourly rate, extension and price percentage;

(5) The commencement date;

(6) The place of delivery and performance;

(7) The requisition number;

(8) Any packing, marking or shipping instructions to the extent not covered in this contract;

(9) Any inspection, invoice and payment instructions to the extent not covered in this contract;

(10) Invoice Certifying Official’s name, address and phone number;

(11) Ordering Officer’s name address and phone number

(12) COR and/or technical point of contact and phone number;

(13) Approving and Accepting Authority’s name, address and phone number;

(14) A task statement included as an enclosure;

(15) Anticipated other direct costs;

(16) A delivery or completion date;

(17) Any other pertinent information;

(18) Security Clearance required and designated Security Point of Contact, where appropriate;

(19)  *** IF APPLICABLE, INSERT DD Form 1423 “Contracts Data Requirements List” ***
(20)  *** IF APPLICABLE, INSERT “Federal Standards, Military and/or Industry Standards” ***
(b) Ordering
(1) Statement of Work (SOW)

The Statement of Work (SOW) will describe the technical requirement, description of work, acceptance criteria, labor categories required, and will provide an estimated number of staff-hours per labor category, an estimate of computer time required to perform the effort, and a performance schedule. The SOW shall also include a price percentage breakdown by deliverable of the total Delivery Order price (e.g.: item or deliverable #1 = 70%; item/deliverable #2 = 30% of the total task order price). The Ordering Officer will forward the SOW to the contractor omitting any reference to staff-hours or labor categories. This request shall provide a detailed analysis of tasks to be performed, sufficient to permit the contractor to develop a technical proposal to estimate, by the task type of labor categories anticipated to fulfill the requirements, the number of staff-hours per labor category, a task completion date and total proposed price.

(2) Task Orders

(i) A task order specifies and authorizes work to be accomplished by the contractor to satisfy a Government requirement. Services to be furnished under this Contract shall be ordered by the issuance of task orders by the ordering officer. Task orders may be issued under this Contract for a period of 12 months, beginning with the date of award and ending 12 months later (or **INSERT NUMBER** additional 12 month optional periods if renewal options herein are exercised). All task orders issued are subject to the terms and conditions of this Contract. This Contract controls in the event of conflict with any task order.

(ii) The Government shall not be obligated to reimburse the Contractor for work performed, items delivered, or any costs incurred, nor shall the Contractor be obligated to perform, deliver, or otherwise incur costs except as authorized by duly executed task orders.

(iii) The total amount of all task orders issued shall not exceed the total cost and level of effort set forth in this contract.

(iv)(A) Task orders may be issued under this contract by facsimile or by electronic commerce methods.

(B) Oral orders may be placed hereunder only in emergency circumstances. Information described above shall be furnished to the contractor at the time of placing an oral order and shall be confirmed by issuance of a written delivery/task order on DD Form 1155 within two working days. Oral orders placed under this contract shall not exceed ______________ [Contracting officer insert dollar value].

(c) Ordering Procedures. Task Orders shall be placed in accordance with the following procedures:

(1) The Ordering Officer shall furnish the Contractor with a written Request for Proposal. The Request shall include:

(i) A Statement of Work (SOW),

(ii) The desired delivery schedule,

(iii) The place of inspection and acceptance,

(iv) A statement of all specific organizational conflict of interest restrictions that apply, and

(v) Any other pertinent information deemed necessary.

(2) As described above, the SOW will be issued to the Contractor for review and preparation of the proposal. Finalized task orders will list the categories of labor, hours, hourly rates, extended cost, materials and total cost. The process and conditions are as follows:

(i) (O) The Contractor shall pick up the Request for Proposal and the SOW from the Ordering Officer within two (2) working days of notification. The Request for Proposal will specify the due date for the Contractor’s proposal.

(ii) (O) The Contractor shall, within the time specified, provide the Ordering Officer with a proposal to perform the task order.  The Proposal shall include:

(A) The required number of labor hours by labor category and labor overhead rates for each task and subtask,

(B) Proposed beginning date, milestone dates, and completion or delivery dates,

(C) Direct material, travel, subsistence, and other resources as may be required,

(D) The Contractor’s technical approach to indicate the Contractor’s understanding of the requirement,

(E) The Contractor is responsible for certifying that resumes of proposed personnel have been verified, and are true and accurate representations of experience and performance. Resumes shall indicate the skill level under the Contract within which the individual is included, and, shall be in the detail specified in Attachment 3. The Contractor is responsible for the Certification.

(F) Dollar amount and type of any proposed subcontract and the compliance status in comparison with the Contractor’s Small and Small Disadvantaged Business Program. For all subcontracts proposed include the identity of the subcontractor, the reason for subcontracting, and the extent of competition in the selection of the subcontractor.

(G) The proposed task order total cost and fee. The labor rates used by the Contractor in the proposal will be those set forth in the Contract and shall not be exceeded. The labor rates shall include all direct labor, overhead, and G&A expenses. The estimated cost under any task order shall be the then current applicable rates.

(H) (WR) As required by the “Organizational Conflict of Interest” clause in this contract, the Contractor shall certify each individual task order to indicate whether or not performing the requested task would cause a conflict of interest as outlined in the context of the “Organizational Conflict of Interest” clause.

(3) Upon receipt of the Proposal, the Ordering Officer shall review the estimates to ensure acceptability to the Government, enter into discussions with the Contractor as necessary to correct and revise any discrepancies, and effect whatever internal review processes are required.

(4) Negotiations will take place at a time and place arranged by the Ordering Officer. Following negotiations, a finalized, cost plus fixed fee [***or, cost plus award fee***], level of effort, task order will be executed by the Ordering Officer and performed by the Contractor. Each task order shall include those items described in paragraph (a) of this Specification. No work will be performed and no payment will be allowed for any work performed, except as authorized by a task order signed by the ordering officer.

(5) Should the ordering officer and the Contractor be unable to reach agreement as to the terms of the Task Order prior to its issuance, the conflict shall be referred to the Contracting Officer, who shall issue such direction as required under the circumstances.

(6) Contractor Performance Completion (O)
The Contractor shall cease performance on an issued task order once the level of effort, (i.e., the “total cost” as specified in paragraph (c)(1)(B) of this Specification) specified on the task order has been reached. The Contractor shall not perform any further work under the task order, unless the task order is modified to increase the level of effort.

(7) Approval of Overtime (O)
The use of overtime is authorized only for the purpose and to the extent set forth in a specific task order. Overtime shall apply for individual persons who work at least eight hours a day and forty hours in any one week and who will be paid for working overtime. All overtime must be approved in advance by the Contracting Officer.

(End of clause)

PRESCRIPTION: (a) This specification is for use in a cost reimbursement, task order contract specifying various labor categories, specifically a contract for information technology support services. The specification describes (1) the content of a written task order, (2) the process leading to the issuance of a task order and, (3) the terms and conditions of the work performed under a specific task order. The specification is for use when a contract is for services that are based on the number of hours to be provided. Under this specification, the Government will issue to the contractor a Statement of Work (SOW) and a delivery schedule. Based on this SOW, the contractor will submit their technical approach for performing the work and a complete cost proposal based on the labor category rates in the contract. The Government after discussions, will then issue a task order based on the Statement of Work (SOW), the delivery schedule, and the contractor’s technical approach and cost proposal. While the contract as awarded is based on the number of hours to be provided, the terms of Optional paragraph (c)(1)(F) says the contractor shall cease performance on a issued task order once the specified level of effort has been reached.

(b) This specification is based (1) a cost plus fixed fee contract, (2) an indefinite quantity contract, (3) a level of effort contract, and (4) a single award resulting from the Request for Proposal. It may be modified to reflect:

(1) that task orders will be issued on a cost plus award fee basis, if the contract was awarded as a cost plus award fee contract, rather than a cost plus fixed fee contract; or

(2) the award of a requirements contract instead of an indefinite quantity contract as discussed in paragraph (b)(2)(C); or

(3) a completion task order as that term is described in FAR 16.306(d), rather than a level of effort order; or

(4) that task orders will be issued on a fixed priced basis, rather than a cost reimbursement basis. While the contract may be a cost reimbursement contract, the specification can say that task orders will be issued on a fixed price basis. The specification would say that the contractor’s quotation, after receiving a SOW, will be submitted on a fixed price basis using the direct and indirect rates of the contract in effect on the date of the contractor’s quotation; or

(5) the procedures for issuing task orders under multiple award contracts as discussed in FAR 16.504(d), resulting from the provisions of the Request for Proposal. If multiple contracts are awarded, this specification may modified to implement the requirement in FAR 16.505(b) that “The procedures and selection criteria that will be used to provide multiple awardees a fair opportunity to be considered for each order must be set forth in the solicitation and contract.” Alternately, these FAR 16.505(b) multiple award ordering procedures and selection criteria may be delineated in a separate clause in the contract.

(c) For the purpose of these instructions, the term “information technology support services” means any nonpersonal services which are available commercially used in support of information technology equipment, software and services. Information technology support services are services which are adjunct and essential to agency information technology activities, including the actual computation or manipulation of data by a computer, to include and not limited to; source data entry, training, studies, facilities management, systems analysis and design, programming and equipment operation. The term includes the development or maintenance of any information technology system and/or applications software. The term “information technology” is defined in FAR 2.101.

(d) Certain paragraphs are marked with an “(O)”, or a “(WR)”; those marked “(O)” are for Optional use and those marked “(WR)” are Required, when Applicable.

C-716  PERSONNEL RESUMES (INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY SUPPORT SERVICES CONTRACTS) (SEP 1995)

(a) General

The Contractor shall provide individual and corporate experience and expertise commensurate with the technical requirements of this contract.  Key personnel must be available for full-time assignment to this contract at contract award.  Those considered to be key personnel are specified in Specification C-325 “Key Personnel.”  The experience of personnel proposed must be equal to (or exceed) the level specified elsewhere in this contract and equal (or exceed) the level specified in the Corporate Labor Category Standard (CLCS) resumes.

(b) Corporate Labor Category Standard Resumes

Corporate Labor Category Standard (CLCS) resume is the offeror’s labor standard for education and experience which may be used to satisfy the Government’s labor category requirements.  CLCS resumes that exceed the Government’s minimum requirements will become the applicable Government standard at contract award and will be the established standard for contract performance.

(End of clause)

PRESCRIPTION:  Use in information technology support services contracts when Corporate Labor Category Standard resumes will be authorized.  For the purpose of these instructions, the term “information technology support services” means any nonpersonal services that are available commercially used in support of information technology equipment, software and services.  Information technology support services are services which are adjunct and essential to agency information technology activities, including the actual computation or manipulation of data by a computer, to include and not limited to; source data entry, training, studies, facilities management, systems analysis and design, programming and equipment operation.  The term includes the development of any information technology system and/or applications software as well as the maintenance of any information technology system and/or applications software.  The term “information technology” is defined in FAR 2.101.
