The Net-Centric Enterprise Solutions for Interoperability (NESI) Open Source site is a collaboration tool that assists members of a distributed team in asynchronously improving software and documents, providing tools such a file release system and source code management. These tools can be used for the delivery to the government of software or documents to a common, centralized location.

The following are required to obtain an account on the NESI Open Source site:
A valid DoD or ECA issued PKI certificate
A government point of contact  (Use Kate McCoy as the Government POC)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Confirmed government project or program management justification for use of the site 
A valid email address
These criteria are validated by a SPAWAR government representative prior to obtaining an account.

To request an account, visit: https://nesi.spawar.navy.mil/account/request.php and complete the on-line form. 
A NESI Site administrator will receive the account request and approve it within 48 hours. After the request has been approved, two e-mails will be sent to you from the site. The first e-mail will provide a link to allow a new password to be set. The second e-mail will provide another link and a username to activate the account.  Note that your password must be set before you can activate your account.

Projects provide a way of supporting community or group activities on the NESI Open Source Site. A user can be part of any number of projects. Each project defines its own set of tools and is free to customize the toolset to best support their individual community. 
[bookmark: _Toc287897385]LBS Project Membership
Access to the LBS AUV project can only be granted by an administrator of this project.  The following instruction provides the necessary steps to gain access to the LBS site.

To navigate to the access request page, use the following link:

Search for LBS-AUV.

A dialog box will pop up for you to select the appropriate certificate to use to verify your identity.
You will then be directed to the Access Request page.  Fill in the request and follow the instructions on the page.  A Project administrator will receive the access request and, after verifying that the SunHDR Bidder’s Repository Use and Non-Disclosure Agreement has been executed by your company, the administrator will approve the request for access.
