REQUEST FOR INFORMATION 
Program Executive Office Command (PEO), Control, Communications, Computers and Intelligence (PEO C4I) Battlespace Awareness and Information Operations (PMW 120) 

1.0 Description
	
1.1 The Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWAR) in support of the Program Executive Office Command (PEO), Control, Communications, Computers and Intelligence (PEO C4I) Battlespace Awareness and Information Operations (PMW 120) is seeking information from industry regarding the ability to produce and maintain the Littoral Battlespace Sensing Autonomous Undersea Vehicles (LBS-AUV). 

1.2 THIS IS A REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI) ONLY.  This RFI is issued solely for information and planning purposes – it does not constitute a Request for Proposal (RFP) or a promise to issue an RFP in the future.  This request for information does not commit the Government to contract for any supply or service whatsoever.  Further, the Navy is not at this time seeking proposals and will not accept unsolicited proposals.  Respondents are advised that the U.S. Government will not pay for any information or administrative costs incurred in response to this RFI; all costs associated with responding to this RFI will be solely at the interested party’s expense.  Not responding to this RFI does not preclude participation in any future RFP, if any is issued.  If a solicitation is released, it will be synopsized on the Federal Business Opportunities (FedBizOpps) website and the SPAWAR E-Commerce Central website at https://e-commerce.spawar.navy.mil.  It is the responsibility of the potential offerors to monitor these sites for additional information pertaining to this requirement.

2.0 Background
The LBS-AUV specifically provides improved coverage, accuracy and precision of environmental characterizations, enabling the warfighter to make tactical adjustments to asset allocation by optimizing sensor and weapon platform placement and modes of operation to increase tactical effectiveness while reducing timelines and risk to forces.  They are moderately large, medium-endurance, electric motor-powered vehicles. The Government has a requirement to produce, deploy, and maintain AUVs that provide the Navy with an increased collection capability for persistent oceanographic data collection. The AUV consists of two variants, AN/WSQ-43 (V) 1 and  AN/WSQ-43(V) 2. The first variant is launched off of Transportation Auxiliary, Geodetic Survey (T-AGS) 
 and the second variant is launched from submarine dry deck shelters and torpedo tubes.

This RFI is looking for your company’s ability to produce, maintain and modify both AUV variants. The LBS-AUV system procurement encompasses all analysis, system engineering and design, development, fabrication, and assembly. It includes but is not limited to, testing, qualification, operator and maintenance training, documentation, planning, and management required to support this effort. All materials, software, and services necessary to ensure the successful demonstration of program readiness for production are required.  The original development, production and maintenance contract was awarded to Hydroid in 2010.
 
2.1 Applicable Documentation: The following documents will be provided to support your response: AN/WSQ-43 (V) 1 Systems Performance Specifications (SPS), (Draft) AN/WSQ-43 (V) 2 Vehicle Performance Specification(VPS), AN/WSQ-43 (V) 1 Maintenance Support Plan(MSP) and The Security Classification Guide (SCG). There are no level 3 drawings available. 

2.2 Delivery: Anticipate contract award mid FY18 with production units required to be delivered in FY19. All LBS-AUVs will be supported through maintenance and training including those AUVs procured in the previous contract.

2.3 Limitations: Documents referenced in 2.1 will be provided to industry on a separate secured site limited to U.S. Department of Defense (DOD) contractors. To request access to the secured website, each company must sign and return the Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA), posted on the SPAWAR E-commerce site or NESI, entitled LBS-AUV Bidder's Repository NDA" and provide the e-mail address and phone number for up to two users to Kate McCoy at kate.mccoy@navy.mil.  Each user is required to be a U.S. DoD contractor and have a valid DoD Common Access Card (CAC) or ECA issued PKI certificate to gain access to the website.  If an interested company is a U.S. DoD contractor and does not have a valid DoD or ECA-issued PKI certificate, contact Kate McCoy at kate.mccoy@navy.mil. Once status as a US DoD contractor has been confirmed, the Government will provide instructions on how to access the secured site.

2.5 Security Requirements: Access to classified information up to and including SECRET is required with the ability to acquire a TS-SCI.  All necessary security measures will be followed and will be identified on a DD-254 should the procurement take place.

3.0 Requested Information
1. Describe your production approach using the following build and delivery requirements: (2) units in FY18, (2) units in FY19, (4) units in FY20, (4) units in FY21 and (4) units in FY22 for a total of (16) units over a 5 year ordering period. Include material procurement, system integration, test, and delivery. Provide a draft schedule showing how these activities support the initial delivery. Include past performance information for successful systems design and full rate production of autonomous undersea vehicles. Describe your total industrial capabilities, including engineering, maintenance, repairs, training, configuration management, documentation updates, spares and systems upgrades. 
2. Identify how the vehicles you would produce would meet the carry-on hardware certification requirements for a dry-deck shelter to comply with NAVSEA INST 9590.1B, “Guide for Developing Technical Data Packages (TDP) To Support SOF Carry-On Hardware Authorization” dated 21 May 2013.
3. Identify any technical deltas your company may have to fully integrate an AUV on a US Navy Submarine, in accordance with vehicle performance specifications. Include a summary of your company’s risk mitigation planning and processes that address limiting impacts to the Governments delivery requirement of 18 months.
4. Explain how you implement an Integrated Product Support program to ensure supportability, sustainment, and compliance with system SPS requirements.
5. Describe you experience developing and/or updating Operation and Maintenance (O&M) IETMs and development of preventive maintenance and corrective maintenance tasks and associated failure tracking.
4.0 Responses
4.1 Interested parties are requested to respond to this RFI with a white paper.

4.2 White papers in Microsoft Word for Office 2000 compatible format are due no later than 15 December 2016, 16: 00 PST.  Responses shall be submitted via e-mail only to Kate McCoy kate.mccoy@navy.mil. Proprietary information, if any, should be minimized and MUST BE CLEARLY MARKED.  To aid the Government, please segregate proprietary information.  Please be advised that all submissions become Government property and will not be returned. The Government intends to utilize Government support contractor Booz Allen Hamilton (BAH), Systems Analysis Inc.(SPA) and Science Applications International Corp.(SAIC),  to assist in the review and evaluation of RFI responses. The support contractor has submitted a non-compete and non-disclosure letter for the proposed procurement action. Respondents that wish to execute Proprietary Data Protection Agreements (PDPAs) with the support contractor proposed to assist with this RFI must contact the point of contact (POC) for the company listed below. Any PDPAs must be completed prior to the submission deadline. If the respondent agrees with the Government support contractor review of the respondents RFI response, please provide either, 1) a copy of the PDPA executed with the Government support contractor identified above, or 2) a statement that the respondent will allow the Government to release the response to the Government support contractor identified above. In the absence of either of the foregoing, the Government will assume that the respondent does NOT agree to the release of response data to the Government support contractor identified above and the white paper will be reviewed by Government personnel only.

4.3 White Paper Format: 
Section 1- Limit (2) Pages (Excluding executed copies of the PDPAs): Shall provide administrative information including the following as a minimum: 

4.3.1. Name, mailing address, overnight delivery address (if different from mailing address), phone number, fax number, and e-mail of designated point of contact.

4.3.2. Recommended contracting strategy.

4.3.3. Either 1) copies of executed non-disclosure agreements (NDAs) with the contractors supporting SPAWAR and SPAWAR supported PEOs and DRPMs in technical evaluations or 2) a statement that the responder will not allow the Government to release its proprietary data to the Government support contractors.  In the absence of either of the foregoing, the Government will assume that the responder does NOT agree to the release of its submission to Government support contractors.  

4.3.4.  Business type (large business, small business, small disadvantaged business, 8(a)-certified small disadvantaged business, HUBZone small business, woman-owned small business, very small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business) based upon North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code 334511, Search, Detection, Navigation, Guidance, Aeronautical, and
Nautical System and Instrument Manufacturing

4.3.5 The facility security clearance of the offeror.

Section 2 (10) Page Limit: Shall answer the questions in Paragraph 3.0: Requested Information of this RFI.

Section 3 (3) Page Limit: Shall describe relevant past performance, including qualifications and experience of potential team members, and supporting data as deemed appropriate. As part of the supporting data, include current facility clearance level and if not cleared to the level of Secret, describe the plan with timeline to obtain a Secret facility clearance. Please also include a milestone schedule, Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) cost estimates and identified risks.

5.0 Industry Discussions

SPAWAR representatives may or may not choose to meet with potential offerors. Such discussions would only be intended to get further clarification of potential capability to meet the requirements, especially any development and certification risks.
