1.0 PURPOSE
Work to be performed under this contract will support the Navy Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) Program Management Office Laboratory in Annapolis, Maryland. The contractor’s efforts will focus on providing the Navy Program Manager with an independent analysis and assessment of key program activities regarding development, testing, deployment and sustainment of the Navy ERP solution. 

1.1 BACKGROUND

Navy ERP is designated as an Acquisition Category I (ACAT I), Major Automated Information System (MAIS) within the Department of Defense (DoD). In September 2007 the program achieved acquisition Milestone C and is now in the deployment phase of software Release 1.0. Release 1.0 provides Navy Echelon II and Echelon III commands with a full suite of automated tools to perform their business functions. Release 1.0 is currently operational at the Naval Air Systems Command (NAVAIR) supporting close to 15,000 users. Initial Operating Capability (IOC) was achieved in May 2008. The second major implementation of Release 1.0 was to the Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP) in October of 2008 adding an additional 10,000 users. Implementation of Release 1.0 at the Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWAR) occurred October 2009 adding approximately 9,200 users. Implementation of Release 1.0 at the Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA) will occur in October 2010 for the General Fund and October 2011 for the Working Capital Fund and will add approximately 26,000 users, bringing the total number of users to 62,000.

A second major release of software, version 1.1 (Supply Chain Management) is currently in development under a separate SEAPORT order, N00178-05-D-4364 (EH02). Release 1.1 provides Wholesale and Retail Supply functionality for Navy Inventory Control Points (ICPs) and Fleet and Industrial Supply Centers (FISCs). The initial deployment of Release 1.1 to NAVICP, Material Group 1, in February 2010 will be implemented under the SEAPORT order mentioned above. All subsequent deployments of the 1.1 solution will not be implemented under the SEAPORT order mentioned above but will be incorporated in the efforts described in this RFI.    Releases 1.0 and 1.1 will become an integrated single instance solution and will be rolled out as such beginning in FY10 to components of NAVSUP and in FY11 to Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA) components. The program is expected to achieve Full Operational Capability (FOC) at the end of fiscal year 2013. At FOC, Navy ERP will be deployed to about 66,000 users at 49 shore sites around the world.

1.2 SCOPE

The scope of this effort is to provide technical professional support services to the Navy ERP Program Manager with an independent analysis and assessment of key program activities to ensure the successful design, development, test, deployment and sustainment of the Navy ERP solution. Services required are focused on supporting the IV&V of program tasks, processes, and products, as specified by the Program.  The assessment areas will include contractor work products and processes.
1.3 LOCATION

The work accomplished under this contract will primarily take place at the Contractor’s facility.  Frequent visits are required to Government facilities in Annapolis, Maryland where the majority of ERP work is focused. 

2.0 SPECIFIC TASKS

2.1 BUSINESS FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT SUPPORT

The contractor shall provide management and technical expertise to the Navy ERP Program Manager, Technical Director, Team Leads and staff members to ensure that the program meets its goals and objectives and that all deliverables are of the highest professional quality and are delivered in accordance with agreed upon dates/milestones.

2.2.1 Independent Verification and Validation (IV&V)

2.2.1.1 Activity: Project Schedule

Performance Objectives

1. During the first four weeks, under the guidance of the Government Technical Team, the contractor   shall review the Government Furnished Information, which includes, but not limited to, information on the Navy ERP organizational structure and program schedule, and information related to the areas of which the IV&V assessments will include.

2. This task allows the contractor to gain an understanding of the structure of the program, its processes and past deliverables.  

Performance Deliverable

1. Project Schedule Report (A001): At the end of this four week period for the task, an IV&V project schedule shall be generated for assessments to be done during the first six months. a. In Quality Center, key attributes such as Description, Steps, Expected Results, Role, FDS or Transaction Code, System and IER if interface step should be completed with data.

b. In Quality Center test lab, tests that are in a passed status should have the actual results completed and should match the expected results.  All subsequent steps in the test should be in a passed status.  If the test case is in a failed status, the test should have a link to defect(s).

c. In Quality Center test lab, validate that tests that are in a passed status and are general ledger posting relevant, have screenshots of the accounting documents in order to validate postings.

d. In Quality Center test lab, validate that tests that are in a passed status and are interface related, have screenshots of the IDOCs created (as applicable), validation of the interface receipt in the system, and interface partner receipt approvals.

2. The Contractor shall verify the complete execution of defect corrections producing Objective Quality Evidence (OQE) and following the rfc process, when necessary.

a. In Quality Center, ensure defects that are logged as Configuration defects have updated Technical Function Script (TFS) documentation that has been routed through the rfc process and posted in the approved folder.

a. In Quality Center, ensure defects that are logged as Design defects have updated Functional Design Specification (FDS) and Technical Design Specifications (TDS) documentation that has been routed through the rfc process and posted in the approved folder.

“Support Services” includes, but is not limited to, program management support services, preparing program budget submissions, business financial reporting or accounting services, advisory and assistance services including consultant services, and Independent Verification and Validation (IV&V) services.

(b) The Contracting Officer has determined that significant organizational conflicts of interest exist due to the nature of the IV&V work that the Contractor will perform under this contract, which preclude the Contractor from performing other services for the Navy ERP program at the same time as it performs IV&V for Navy ERP.  Other significant organizational conflicts of interest may potentially arise due to the nature of the work the Contractor will perform under this contract that may preclude the Contractor from being awarded future SPAWAR contracts in a related area. Whereas the Contractor has agreed to undertake this contract to provide “support services”, it is agreed that the Contractor shall be ineligible to act as a prime contractor, consultant, or subcontractor to any prime contractor or subcontractor at any tier who is to supply the services, system or major components thereof for any project where the Contractor has provided or is providing IV&V services, support services as defined herein, or certain other efforts, as described in FAR 9.505-1 through 9.505-4.  The Contracting Officer may make a determination to allow a company to participate in an acquisition  subject to the submission of an acceptable mitigation plan in accordance with paragraph (d) and (e) below. This determination would be a unilateral decision made solely at the discretion of the Government.
(c) Specifically with respect to this contract, the contractor agrees that, in consideration of the award of this contract, the contractor, any subcontractor, consultant, or employee of the contractor, any joint venture involving the contractor, any entity with which it is or becomes affiliated by common ownership or with or into which it merges, or any successor or assign of the contractor, shall not provide services to or in support of the Navy ERP program under any contract or task order at the same time as performing work under this contract. The contractor shall include this requirement in subcontracts at all tiers. The contractor agrees that this restraint shall extend throughout the period of performance of this contract and any task order issued hereunder. The contractor agrees and acknowledges that compliance with this restraint at all tiers is a material requirement of this task order and the contract.
(d)         (1) If the Contracting Officer requests, and the Contractor submits an organizational conflict of interest mitigation plan that, after Government review is acceptable to the Government, the Contractor’s parent corporation, subsidiaries, or other physically separate profit and loss centers may not be precluded from acting as a subcontractor or consultant on future SPAWAR contracts. The Government’s determination regarding the adequacy of the mitigation plan or the possibility of mitigation are unilateral decisions made solely at the discretion of the Government. The Government may terminate the contract for default if the Contractor fails to implement and follow the procedures contained in any approved mitigation plan.

(2) Any mitigation plan shall include, at a minimum, non-disclosure agreements to be executed by the Contractor and the Contractor’s employees supporting the Government per paragraph (c) above.  Items for consideration in a mitigation plan include the following: identification of the organizational conflict(s) of interest; reporting and tracking system; an organizational conflict of interest compliance/enforcement plan, to include employee training and sanctions, in the event of unauthorized disclosure of sensitive information; a plan for organizational segregation (e.g., separate reporting chains); and data security measures.

(e) In addition to the restriction of paragraph (c) of this clause, the Contractor shall apply paragraphs (b) and (d) of this clause to any subcontractors or consultants who have access to information, participate in the development of data, or participate in any other activity related to this contract which is subject to terms of this clause at the prime contractor level, unless the Contractor includes an acceptable alternate subcontractor provision in its mitigation plan. For subcontractors or consultants under this contract, if an organizational conflict of interest mitigation plan is submitted and acceptable to the Government, the subcontractor’s parent corporation, subsidiaries, or other physically separate profit and loss centers may not be precluded from acting as a prime, subcontractor, or consultant on future SPAWAR contracts.

H-320  ALTERNATIVES AND UPDATES TO SPECIFICATIONS AND STANDARDS (DEC 1999)
(a) The Department of Defense is--


(1) committed to minimizing the use of military and federal specifications and standards; and


(2) seeking to use non-government specifications and standards to the maximum extent practicable to satisfy its requirements.

(b) The Contractor--


(1) is encouraged to identify and propose alternatives to specifications and standards cited in this contract;

The government will, to the extent practicable, evaluate the acceptability of any proposed alternative.  If a proposed alternative is not considered for the instant procurement, it will be considered for future procurement.  If the Contracting Officer does not accept the proposed alternative, the Contractor agrees to perform the contract in accordance with the specifications and standards cited in the contract.

H-323  CONTRACTOR PICTURE BADGE (DEC 1999)

(a) A contractor picture badge may be issued to contractor personnel by the Navy ERP Office  upon receipt of a valid visit request from the Contractor and a picture badge request from the COR.  A list of personnel requiring picture badges must be provided to the COR to verify that the contract or delivery/task order authorizes performance at at Navy ERP Office  prior to completion of the picture badge request.
(b) An automobile decal will be issued by N/A upon presentation of a valid contractor picture badge and the completion of the Badge and Decal Record.

(c) The contractor assumes full responsibility for the proper use of the identification badge and automobile decal, and shall be responsible for the return of the badge and/or destruction of the automobile decal upon termination of personnel or expiration or completion of the contract.

(d) At the completion of the contract, the contractor shall forward to Navy ERP Office a list of all unreturned badges with a written explanation of any missing badges.

52.216-18      Ordering. (OCT 1995)

(a) Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. Such orders may be issued from 1 September 2010 through  31 December 2013.
(b) All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

(c) If mailed, a delivery order or task order is considered "issued" when the Government deposits the order in the mail. Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if authorized in the Schedule.

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than CLIN 0001, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

Paragraph cross-referencing between Cost Proposal paragraphs and technical/management proposal paragraphs is requested to provide clarity.

(c) Bids and proposals submitted electronically will be considered “late” unless the bidder or offeror completes the entire transmission of the bid or proposal prior to the due date and time for receipt of bids or proposals.  This paragraph (c) supplements the submission, modification and withdrawal of bids and proposals coverage in the FAR 52.212-1 “Instructions to Offerors--Commercial Items”, FAR 52.214-7 “Late Submissions, Modifications, and Withdrawals of Bids”, FAR 52.214-23 “Late Submissions, Modifications, Revisions, and Withdrawals of Technical Proposals under Two-Step Sealed Bidding”, or the FAR 52.215-1 “Instructions to Offerors--Competitive Acquisition” provision contained in the solicitation.
