Defense contractors must have an active DoD or External Certification Authority (ECA) Public Key Infrastructure (PKI) certificate and an active/approved DD Form 2345 - Military Critical Technology Data Agreement Certificate issued by the U.S./Canada Joint Certification Office at: http://www.dlis.dla.mil/jcp on file with the SPAWAR contracting office in order to be granted access to the ADNS INC III FRP RFP export controlled material.

The process for attaining access to the export controlled supporting documents is as follows:

1. Those offerors who had access to the export controlled supporting documents from the Draft RFP release will have access to the final RFP documents at final RFP release. No further action is required.
2. (j) Attach an approved DD Form 2345 to the email.

Offerors will receive an email from the Program Office stating that the DD Form 2345 and CAGE code have been verified.  The email will ask whether the firm has an existing Navy NESI account.  

· Requestors who have an active Navy NESI account must reply to the export control verification email before their access to the export controlled supporting documents can be activated.  
· Requestors who do not have an active Navy NESI account must establish an account in accordance with the instructions below.
