Information does not include technical data, as that term is defined in DFARS 252.227-7013(a)(14), 252.227-7015(a)(4), and 252.227-7018(a)(19). Similarly, Information does not include computer software/computer software documentation, as those terms are defined in DFARS 252.227-7014(a)(4) and 252.227-7018(a)(4).

(b) The Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWAR) may release to individuals employed by SPAWAR support contractors and their subcontractors   Information submitted by the contractor or its subcontractors pursuant to the provisions of this contract.  Information that would ordinarily be entitled to confidential treatment may be included in the Information released to these individuals. Accordingly, by submission of a proposal or execution of this contract, the offeror or contractor and its subcontractors consent to a limited release of its Information, but only for purposes as described in paragraph (c) of this clause.

(c) Circumstances where SPAWAR may release the contractor’s or subcontractors’ Information include the following:
(1) To other SPAWAR contractors and subcontractors, and their employees tasked with assisting SPAWAR in handling and processing Information and documents in the administration of SPAWAR contracts, such as file room management and contract closeout; and,
(2) To SPAWAR contractors and subcontractors, and their employees tasked with assisting SPAWAR in accounting support services, including access to cost-reimbursement vouchers.

(d)  SPAWAR recognizes its obligation to protect the contractor and its subcontractors from competitive harm that could result from the release of such Information. SPAWAR will permit the limited release of  Information under paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(2) only under the following conditions:

(3) Contractors and their subcontractors having access to  Information have agreed under their contract or a separate corporate non-disclosure agreement to provide the same level of protection to the Information that would be provided by SPAWAR employees.  Such contract terms or separate corporate non-disclosure agreement shall require the contractors and subcontractors to train their employees on how to properly handle the Information to which they will have access, and to have their employees sign company non disclosure agreements certifying that they understand the sensitive nature of the Information and that unauthorized use of the Information could expose their company to significant liability.  Copies of such employee non disclosure agreements shall be provided to the Government;
(4) SPAWAR contractors and their subcontractors performing the tasks described in paragraphs (c)(1) or (c)(2) have agreed under their contract or a separate non-disclosure agreement to not use the Information for any purpose other than performing the tasks described in paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(2); and,
(5) Before releasing the Information to a non-Government person to perform the tasks described in paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(2), SPAWAR shall provide the contractor a list of the company names to which access is being granted, along with a Point of Contact for those entities.

(2) Such data are needed to bid or perform on a contract with the Department of Defense, or other U.S. Government agency, or for other legitimate business purposes in which the U.S. contractor is engaged, or plans to engage.  The purpose for which the data is needed shall be described sufficiently in such certification to permit an evaluation of whether subsequent requests for data are related properly to such business purpose.
(3) The U.S. contractor acknowledges its responsibilities under U.S. export control laws and regulations (including the license prior to the release of technical data within the United States) and agrees that it will not disseminate any export-controlled technical data subject to the Directive in a manner that would violate applicable export control laws and regulations.
(4) The U.S. contractor also agrees that, unless dissemination is permitted by the Directive, it will not provide access to export-controlled technical data subject to the Directive to persons other than its employees or persons acting on its behalf, without the permission of the DoD component that provided the technical data.
(5) To the best of its knowledge and belief, the U.S. contractor knows of no person employed by it, or acting on its behalf, who will have access to such data, who is debarred, suspended or otherwise ineligible to perform under U.S. Government contracts; or has violated U.S. export control laws or a certification previously made to the Department of Defense under the provisions of the Directive.
(b) Private individuals or enterprises are certified as Qualified U.S. Contractors by submitting a DD Form 2345 to Commander, Defense Logistics Services Center (DLSC), ATTN:  DLSC-FEB, Federal Center, Battle Creek, Michigan 49017-3084.
(c) Canadian contractors may be qualified in accordance with the Directive for technical data that do not require a license for export to Canada under section 125.12 of the International Traffic in Arms Regulations and sections 379.4(d) and 379.5(e) of the Export Administration Regulations, by submitting an equivalent certification to the DLSC.

If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  The request shall include as a minimum, the following:

(b) General

(1) The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor only to the extent that it is necessary and authorized for performance of the work under this contract.  The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 31.205-46, which is incorporated by reference into this contract.  As specified in FAR 31.205-46(a) (2), reimbursement for the costs incurred for lodging, meals and incidental expenses (as defined in the travel regulations cited subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) through (b)(1)(iii) below) shall be considered to be reasonable and allowable only to the extent that they do not exceed on a daily basis the maximum per diem rates in effect at the time of travel as set forth in the following:

		(i) Federal Travel Regulation prescribed by the General Services Administration for travel in the contiguous 48 United States;

		(ii) Joint Travel Regulation, Volume 2, DoD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and the territories and possessions of the United States; or

		(iii) Standardized Regulations, (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, “Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances in Foreign Areas” prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in the travel regulations cited in subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) and (b)(1)(ii) above.

	(2) Personnel in travel status from and to the contractor’s place of business and designated work site or vice versa, shall be considered to be performing work under the contract, and contractor shall bill such travel time at the straight (regular) time rate; however, such billing shall not exceed eight hours per person for any one person while in travel status during one calendar day.

(c) Per Diem

	(1) The contractor shall not be paid per diem for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the tasks are being performed.  Per diem shall not be paid on services performed at contractor’s home facility and at any facility required by the contract, or at any location within a radius of 50 miles from the contractor’s home facility and any facility required by this contract.

	(2) Costs for subsistence and lodging shall be paid to the contractor only to the extent that overnight stay is necessary and authorized in writing by the Government for performance of the work under this contract per paragraph (a).  When authorized, per diem shall be paid by the contractor to its employees at a rate not to exceed the rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and authorized in writing by the Government.  The authorized per diem rate shall be the same as the prevailing locality per diem rate.  

(3) Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to payments to employees not to exceed the authorized per diem and as authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  Fractional parts of a day shall be payable on a prorated basis for purposes of billing for per diem charges attributed to subsistence on days of travel.  The departure day from the Permanent Duty Station (PDS) and return day to the PDS shall be 75% of the applicable per diem rate.  The contractor shall retain supporting documentation for per diem paid to employees as evidence of actual payments, as required by the FAR 52.216-7 “Allowable Cost and Payment” clause of the contract.

 (d) Transportation

	(1) The contractor shall be paid on the basis of actual amounts paid to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of work under the contract and is authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  

(2) The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission and in accordance with good traffic management principles.  When it is necessary to use air or rail travel, the contractor agrees to use coach, tourist class or similar accommodations to the extent consistent with the successful and economical accomplishment of the mission for which the travel is being performed.  Documentation must be provided to substantiate non-availability of coach or tourist if business or first class is proposed to accomplish travel requirements.

	(3) When transportation by privately owned conveyance (POC) is authorized, the contractor shall be paid on a mileage basis not to exceed the applicable Government transportation rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and is authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  

 (4) When transportation by privately owned (motor) vehicle (POV) is authorized, required travel of contractor personnel, that is not commuting travel, may be paid to the extent that it exceeds the normal commuting mileage of such employee.  When an employee’s POV is used for travel between an employee’s residence or the Permanent Duty Station and one or more alternate work sites within the local area, the employee shall be paid mileage for the distance that exceeds the employee’s commuting distance.

	(5) When transportation by a rental automobile, other special conveyance or public conveyance is authorized, the contractor shall be paid the rental and/or hiring charge and operating expenses incurred on official business (if not included in the rental or hiring charge).  When the operating expenses are included in the rental or hiring charge, there should be a record of those expenses available to submit with the receipt.  Examples of such operating expenses include:  hiring charge (bus, streetcar or subway fares), gasoline and oil, parking, and tunnel tolls.

	(6) Definitions:

(i)  “Permanent Duty Station” (PDS) is the location of the employee’s permanent work assignment (i.e., the building or other place where the employee regularly reports for work.  

		(ii)  “Privately Owned Conveyance” (POC) is any transportation mode used for the movement of persons from place to place, other than a Government conveyance or common carrier, including a conveyance loaned for a charge to, or rented at personal expense by, an employee for transportation while on travel when such rental conveyance has not been authorized/approved as a Special Conveyance.

		(iii)  “Privately Owned (Motor) Vehicle (POV)” is any motor vehicle (including an automobile, light truck, van or pickup truck) owned by, or on a long-term lease (12 or more months) to, an employee or that employee’s dependent for the primary purpose of providing personal transportation, that:
			(a) is self-propelled and licensed to travel on the public highways;
			(b) is designed to carry passengers or goods; and
			(c) has four or more wheels or is a motorcycle or moped.

		(iv)  “Special Conveyance” is commercially rented or hired vehicles other than a POC and other than those owned or under contract to an agency.

		(v)  “Public Conveyance” is local public transportation (e.g., bus, streetcar, subway, etc) or taxicab.

		(iv)  “Residence” is the fixed or permanent domicile of a person that can be reasonably justified as a bona fide residence.


EXAMPLE 1: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 7 miles.  Employee drives from residence to an alternate work site, a distance of 18 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 18 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (14 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 22 miles (18 + 18 - 14 = 22).


EXAMPLE 2: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 15 miles.  Employee drives from residence to an alternate work site, a distance of 5 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 5 miles.

In this case, the employee is not entitled to be reimbursed for the travel performed (10 miles), since the distance traveled is less than the commuting distance (30 miles) to the regular place of work.


EXAMPLE 3: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 15 miles.  Employee drives to regular place of work.  Employee is required to travel to an alternate work site, a distance of 30 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 15 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (30 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 30 miles (15 + 30 + 15 - 30 = 30).


EXAMPLE 4: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 12 miles.  In the morning the employee drives to an alternate work site (45 miles).  In the afternoon the employee returns to the regular place of work (67 miles).  After completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 12 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (24 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 100 miles (45 + 67 + 12 - 24 = 100).


EXAMPLE 5: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 35 miles.  Employee drives to the regular place of work (35 miles).  Later, the employee drives to alternate work site #1 (50 miles) and then to alternate work site #2 (25 miles).  Employee then drives to residence (10 miles).

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal commuting distance (70 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 50 miles (35 + 50 + 25 + 10 - 70 = 50).

EXAMPLE 6: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 20 miles.  Employee drives to the regular place of work (20 miles).  Later, the employee drives to alternate work site #1 (10 miles) and then to alternate work site #2 (5 miles).  Employee then drives to residence (2 miles).

In this case, the employee is not entitled to be reimbursed for the travel performed (37 miles), since the distance traveled is less than the commuting distance (40 miles) to the regular place of work.

[bookmark: PD000067]52.216-19      ORDER LIMITATIONS  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than the micro-purchase threshold, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $20,000,000.

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $100,000,000 or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within thirty (30) days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within fifteen (15) days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum". (ii) Used or copied for use with a backup computer if any computer for which it was acquired is inoperative;

(iii) Reproduced for safekeeping (archives) or backup purposes;

(iv) Modified, adapted, or combined with other computer software, provided that the modified, adapted, or combined portions of the derivative software incorporating any of the delivered, commercial computer software shall be subject to same restrictions set forth in this contract;

(v) Disclosed to and reproduced for use by support service Contractors or their subcontractors, subject to the same restrictions set forth in this contract; and

(vi) Used or copied for use with a replacement computer.

(3) If the commercial computer software is otherwise available without disclosure restrictions, the Contractor licenses it to the Government without disclosure restrictions.

(c) The Contractor shall affix a notice substantially as follows to any commercial computer software delivered under this contract:

"Title III project contractor" means a contractor that has received assistance for the development or manufacture of an industrial resource under 50 U.S.C. App. 2091-2093, Defense Production Act. 

(b) The Contractor shall refer any request from a Title III project contractor for testing and qualification of a Title III industrial resource to the Contracting Officer. 

(c) Upon the direction of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall test Title III industrial resources for qualification. The Contractor shall provide the test results to the Defense Production Act Office, Title III Program, located at Wright Patterson Air Force Base, Ohio 45433-7739. 

(d) When the Contracting Officer modifies the contract to direct testing pursuant to this clause, the Government will provide the Title III industrial resource to be tested and will make an equitable adjustment in the contract for the costs of testing and qualification of the Title III industrial resource. 

(e) The Contractor agrees to insert the substance of this clause, including paragraph (e), in every subcontract issued in performance of this contract.

(a) Definitions. 

"Contracting Officer," as used in this clause, does not include any representative of the Contracting Officer. 

"Specifically authorized representative (SAR),"  as used in this clause, means any person the Contracting Officer has so designated by written notice (a copy of which shall be provided to the Contractor) which shall refer to this subparagraph and shall be issued to the designated representative before the SAR exercises such authority.

(b) Notice. The primary purpose of this clause is to obtain prompt reporting of Government conduct that the Contractor considers to constitute a change to this contract.  Except for changes identified as such in writing and signed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall notify the Administrative Contracting Officer in writing, within fifteen (15) calendar days from the date that the Contractor identifies any Government conduct (including actions, inactions, and written or oral communications) that the Contractor regards as a change to the contract terms and conditions. On the basis of the most accurate information available to the Contractor, the notice shall state--

(1) The date, nature, and circumstances of the conduct regarded as a change;

(2) The name, function, and activity of each Government individual and Contractor official or employee involved in or knowledgeable about such conduct;

(3) The identification of any documents and the substance of any oral communication involved in such conduct;

(4) In the instance of alleged acceleration of scheduled performance or delivery, the basis upon which it arose;

(5) The particular elements of contract performance for which the Contractor may seek an equitable adjustment under this clause, including--

(i) What contract line items have been or may be affected by the alleged change;

(ii) What labor or materials or both have been or may be added, deleted, or wasted by the alleged change;

(iii) To the extent practicable, what delay and disruption in the manner and sequence of performance and effect on continued performance have been or may be caused by the alleged change;

(iv) What adjustments to contract price, delivery schedule, and other provisions affected by the alleged change are estimated; and

(6) The Contractor's estimate of the time by which the Government must respond to the Contractor's notice to minimize cost, delay or disruption of performance.

(c) Continued performance.  Following submission of the notice required by (b) above, the Contractor shall diligently continue performance of this contract to the maximum extent possible in accordance with its terms and conditions as construed by the Contractor, unless the notice reports a direction of the Contracting Officer or a communication from a SAR of the Contracting Officer, in either of which events the Contractor shall continue performance; provided, however, that if the Contractor regards the direction or communication as a change as described in (b) above, notice shall be given in the manner provided.  All directions, communications, interpretations, orders and similar actions of the SAR shall be reduced to writing and copies furnished to the Contractor and to the Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer shall countermand any action which exceeds the authority of the SAR.

(d) Government response.  The Contracting Officer shall promptly, within thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of notice, respond to the notice in writing.  In responding, the Contracting Officer shall either--

(1) Confirm that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the mode of further performance;

(2) Countermand any communication regarded as a change;

(3) Deny that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the mode of further performance; or

(4) In the event the Contractor's notice information is inadequate to make a decision under (1), (2), or (3) above, advise the Contractor what additional information is required, and establish the date by which it should be furnished and the date thereafter by which the Government will respond.

(e) Equitable adjustments.

(1) If the Contracting Officer confirms that Government conduct effected a change as alleged by the Contractor, and the conduct causes an increase or decrease in the Contractor's cost of, or the time required for, performance of any part of the work under this contract, whether changed or not changed by such conduct, an equitable adjustment shall be made--

(i) In the contract price or delivery schedule or both; and

(ii) In such other provisions of the contract as may be affected.

(2) The contract shall be modified in writing accordingly.  In the case of drawings, designs or specifications which are defective and for which the Government is responsible, the equitable adjustment shall include the cost and time extension for delay reasonably incurred by the Contractor in attempting to comply with the defective drawings, designs or specifications before the Contractor identified, or reasonably should have identified, such defect.  When the cost of property made obsolete or excess as a result of a change confirmed by the Contracting Officer under this clause is included in the equitable adjustment, the Contracting Officer shall have the right to prescribe the manner of disposition of the property.  The equitable adjustment shall not include increased costs or time extensions for delay resulting from the Contractor's failure to provide notice or to continue performance as provided, respectively, in (b) and (c) above.

Note:  The phrases “contract price” and “cost” wherever they appear in the clause, may be appropriately modified to apply to cost-reimbursement or incentive contracts, or to combinations thereof.

Automatic identification device means a device, such as a reader or interrogator, used to retrieve data encoded on machine-readable media.

(1) For items that are serialized within the enterprise identifier, the linking together of the unique identifier data elements in order of the issuing agency code, enterprise identifier, and unique serial number within the enterprise identifier; or

(2) For items that are serialized within the original part, lot, or batch number, the linking together of the unique identifier data elements in order of the issuing agency code; enterprise identifier; original part, lot, or batch number; and serial number within the original part, lot, or batch number.

Data Matrix means a two-dimensional matrix symbology, which is made up of square or, in some cases, round modules arranged within a perimeter finder pattern and uses the Error Checking and Correction 200 
(ECC200) specification found within International Standards Organization (ISO)/International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC) 16022.

Data qualifier means a specified character (or string of characters) that immediately precedes a data field that defines the general category or intended use of the data that follows.

DoD recognized unique identification equivalent means a unique identification method that is in commercial use and has been recognized by DoD.  All DoD recognized unique identification equivalents are listed at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/uid/iuid_equivalents.html.

DoD item unique identification means a system of marking items delivered to DoD with unique item identifiers that have machine-readable data elements to distinguish an item from all other like and unlike items.  For items that are serialized within the enterprise identifier, the unique item identifier shall include the data elements of the enterprise identifier and a unique serial number.  For items that are serialized within the part, lot, or batch number within the enterprise identifier, the unique item identifier shall include the data elements of the enterprise identifier; the original part, lot, or batch number; and the serial number.

Enterprise means the entity (e.g., a manufacturer or vendor) responsible for assigning unique item identifiers to items.

Enterprise identifier means a code that is uniquely assigned to an enterprise by an issuing agency.

Government's unit acquisition cost means--

(1) For fixed-price type line, subline, or exhibit line items, the unit price identified in the contract at the time of delivery;

(2) For cost-type or undefinitized line, subline, or exhibit line items, the Contractor's estimated fully burdened unit cost to the Government at the time of delivery; and

(3) For items produced under a time-and-materials contract, the Contractor's estimated fully burdened unit cost to the Government at the time of delivery.

Issuing agency means an organization responsible for assigning a globally unique identifier to an enterprise (e.g.,
Dun & Bradstreet's Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) Number, GS1 Company Prefix, Allied Committee 135 NATO Commercial and Government Entity (NCAGE)/Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code, or the Coded Representation of the North American Telecommunications Industry Manufacturers, Suppliers, and Related Service Companies (ATIS-0322000) Number), European Health Industry Business Communication Council (EHIBCC) and Health Industry Business Communication Council (HIBCC)), as indicated in the Register of Issuing Agency Codes for ISO/IEC 15459, located at http://www.nen.nl/Normontwikkeling/Certificatieschemas-en-keurmerken/Schemabeheer/ISOIEC-15459.htm.

Issuing agency code means a code that designates the registration (or controlling) authority for the enterprise identifier.

Item means a single hardware article or a single unit formed by a grouping of subassemblies, components, or constituent parts.

Lot or batch number means an identifying number assigned by the enterprise to a designated group of items, usually referred to as either a lot or a batch, all of which were manufactured under identical conditions.

Machine-readable means an automatic identification technology media, such as bar codes, contact memory buttons, radio frequency identification, or optical memory cards.

Original part number means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the enterprise at item creation to a class of items with the same form, fit, function, and interface.

Parent item means the item assembly, intermediate component, or subassembly that has an embedded item with a unique item identifier or DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.

Serial number within the enterprise identifier means a combination of numbers, letters, or symbols assigned by the enterprise to an item that provides for the differentiation of that item from any other like and unlike item and is never used again within the enterprise.

Serial number within the part, lot, or batch number means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the enterprise to an item that provides for the differentiation of that item from any other like item within a part, lot, or batch number assignment.

Serialization within the enterprise identifier means each item produced is assigned a serial number that is unique among all the tangible items produced by the enterprise and is never used again. The enterprise is responsible for ensuring unique serialization within the enterprise identifier.

Serialization within the part, lot, or batch number means each item of a particular part, lot, or batch number is assigned a unique serial number within that part, lot, or batch number assignment. The enterprise is responsible for ensuring unique serialization within the part, lot, or batch number within the enterprise identifier.

Type designation means a combination of letters and numerals assigned by the Government to a major end item, assembly or subassembly, as appropriate, to provide a convenient means of differentiating between items having the same basic name and to indicate modifications and changes thereto.

Unique item identifier means a set of data elements marked on items that is globally unique and unambiguous. The term includes a concatenated unique item identifier or a DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.

Unique item identifier type means a designator to indicate which method of uniquely identifying a part has been used. The current list of accepted unique item identifier types is maintained at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/uid/uii_types.html.

(b) The Contractor shall deliver all items under a contract line, subline, or exhibit line item.

(c) Unique item identifier. (1) The Contractor shall provide a unique item identifier for the following:

Failure to submit complete information in the manner above may be considered a “no response” and may result in the exclusion of the proposal from further consideration.
A page is defined as a sheet of paper that includes information. When information is contained on both sides of a single sheet of paper it will be counted as two pages and be numbered accordingly. Information submitted in excess of the page limits established above will not be read or evaluated. Page limits do not include cover sheets, tables of contents, traceability matrix(es), lists of figures, lists of drawings, lists of proprietary data, glossaries, tabs, dividers, or entire blank pages. All proposal material must be contained within the page limit(s) identified for each volume, unless otherwise specified. Partial pages count as a full page. All pages within a page limited volume shall be consecutively numbered, starting at page one, and shall not exceed the page limitation. Each page shall contain a footer that includes, as a minimum, the offeror’s name, RFP number, volume number, page number and, if applicable, restrictive legend (see FAR 52.215-1(e)(2)).
Format:  Type size shall be Times New Roman and no smaller than 12 point in the text and10 point in spreadsheets. For drawings, graphics, figures, and tables Arial 6 point font is acceptable. Foldouts may be used, but shall be no larger than 11” by 17”, shall be printed on one side only, and shall count as two pages. Standard margins shall be a minimum of one inch, excluding header and footer.  For the Past Performance Form, Section L, Attachment L-1, type size shall be 8 point font on form, and 12 point font in any additional pages. The volumes shall contain a glossary of abbreviations and acronyms used and an explanation of each. No pen and ink changes are allowed.

Numbering:  Pages shall be numbered consecutively within each section to indicate the volume, section, and page. For example, Page 19 of Volume I, Section 3 would be numbered  I-3-19. Pages in the Price Proposal volume shall be numbered consecutively within each section to indicate the volume, section and page.

Proposal Submittal:  The contractor shall submit copies of the proposal in three (3) different methods: 1) electronic proposal submittal via the SPAWAR E-Commerce Central website; 2) CD ROM electronic proposal copies and 3) paper proposals.

Electronic Proposal Format Requirements 

Each electronic proposal, to include submission to SPAWAR E-Commerce and the CD-ROM copies, shall include electronic copies of each Volume using Microsoft Office 2010 or compatible software suite including: Microsoft Word 2010 for all files in original searchable text format; Microsoft Excel 2010 for all spreadsheets files [all excel files shall be operable versus value only spreadsheets (i.e. formulas shall be included in all applicable cells)]; Microsoft Project 2010 files shall be used for all schedules; and Microsoft PowerPoint 2010 for presentation slides. All files shall use file formats compatible with and follow Windows / Office 2010 naming conventions.  All signed documents shall be submitted as Adobe Acrobat .pdf files (ex: signed SF33 with Sections B though K, Cover Letter, subcontractor agreements, etc.).  Any graphics software compatible with Microsoft Office 2010 may be used to insert graphics within the offeror’s proposal. Tables, figures, and graphics that are inserted in Word documents or other Office 2010 compatible files must be legible. Embedded files that cause the proposal to exceed the page count limitations will not be accepted.  No files shall be password protected. The offeror shall not prepare any portion of its proposal using sound, animation, or video files.


Submission of Electronic Proposals via the SPAWAR E-Commerce Central Website

(a) The electronic proposal submission described elsewhere in this provision must be identical to the signed paper proposal submission.
(b) Offerors shall submit their proposals electronically to SPAWAR under the instructions contained in this provision. Electronic copies shall be submitted via the SPAWAR E-Commerce Central (SPAWAR E-CC).  Offerors submitting electronic proposals (e-Proposals) shall register in the SPAWAR E-CC and select their own password in order to submit a proposal.  Offerors are required to read the “Submitting a Proposal?” web page found in the SPAWAR E-CC.  For information about “e-Proposal” submission, please visit the SPAWAR E-CC. (c) Each electronic file shall also be clearly marked to show the proposal volume number, solicitation number and offeror’s name.  E-Proposal files shall not contain classified data.  The offeror’s e-proposal shall be in accordance with the requirements set forth below:

(1) Adobe Acrobat version 4.01 or greater shall be used to create the “PDF” files.

(2) The proposal submission files may be compressed (zipped) into one, ZIP file entitled “PROPOSAL.ZIP” using WinZip version 6.3 or greater.

(3) Cost or Pricing Type Data:  All information relating to cost and pricing type data shall be included only in the section of the proposal designated by the Contracting Officer as the Cost Proposal.  Under no circumstances shall cost and pricing type data be included elsewhere in the proposal.  Paragraph cross-referencing between Cost Proposal paragraphs and technical/management proposal paragraphs is requested to provide clarity.

Statements that the offeror understands, can or will comply with all specifications, statements paraphrasing the specifications or parts thereof, and phrases such as “standard procedures will be employed” or “well known techniques will be used,” etc., are insufficient.  Data previously submitted will not be considered; therefore such data shall not be incorporated in the technical proposal by reference.  No cost or price information shall be included in the technical proposal.

Section 1– Technical Approach (Factor 1)

Section 1.1 Sample Delivery Order (Subfactor 1.1)

The offeror shall provide a technical proposal for the production of ADNS systems in accordance with the following sample delivery order scenario. After award of the base multiple award contract, the Government issues and awards a single delivery order for the production of five (5) K(V)2 ADNS systems under CLIN 0001, with the following delivery schedule: the first system shall be delivered eight (8) months after delivery order award and subsequent systems shall be delivered every two weeks following delivery of the first system.  The offeror’s proposal shall be comprised of an Integrated Master Schedule (IMS), a Manufacturing Plan and a Factory Acceptance Test (FAT) approach in accordance with the below instructions.  This submittal is a paper proposal only, representing the offeror’s proposed technical approach to performance.  The delivery order scenario is a sample only; actual delivery orders issued post-award may differ in quantity and schedule.  Offerors shall not begin any production efforts in response to this RFP.

1. The offeror shall provide an Integrated Master Schedule (IMS) for managing this sample delivery order. At a minimum, the IMS shall identify the major program milestones, tasks, interrelationships and dependencies, critical path, integrating kits, routing of cables, obtaining and processing vendors’ quotes, quality control checks, system workflow through production line, and test events.  The IMS shall also address resource loading to include personnel, tools, space, and power. The IMS shall be limited to 2500 lines and is not included in the maximum page limitations for Factor 1.

2. The offeror shall describe its manufacturing plan for the sample delivery order, to include:
a. Identification and mitigation of manufacturing risks (including supplier risks).
b. The major assembly sequence chart and anticipated manufacturing process flow.
c. The manufacturing build schedule, including: internal drawing release, production planning development and completion; tooling design, build and proofing; supplier deliveries; and fabrication, assembly and delivery schedules.
d. Facility capacity, to include: facility infrastructure and layouts; tooling equipment including type, quantities, tool storage and tool maintenance; and the test equipment including, equipment used to test electrical components, COTS systems, cabling and mechanical components.

3. The offeror shall provide the approach for testing each system in accordance with the ADNS FAT procedures.  The offeror shall address the ability to maintain quality during production so that each system is in compliance with the TDP and passes factory acceptance test without rework.

Section 1.2  Production Capabilities and Processes (Subfactor 1.2)

The offeror’s proposal shall demonstrate its production capabilities and processes as follows:

1) The offeror shall describe its process and procedures for addressing any post award Government changes to the TDP, to include configuration management to ensure the production units are in compliance with the latest revision of the approved TDP. The offeror shall specifically address how the production units are validated against the latest revision of the approved TDP and what steps the offeror will take to mitigate change-driven impacts to Price, Schedule and Performance (e.g., quality, delivery) for accomplishing the ADNS effort. 

2) The offeror shall describe its process for inventory management. If using an existing process, the offeror shall describe how it will tailor the process for accomplishing the ADNS effort, specifically address receipt, inspection, tools used and how they will benefit the ADNS program. 

3) The offeror shall describe its maximum production capacity to address the number of ADNS systems it can simultaneously produce and store at a given time, taking into consideration other efforts being performed in the same facility (i.e. how many ADNS system can simultaneously be in production build stage and in storage at a single point in time).


Section 1.3  Corporate Experience (Subfactor 1.3)

[bookmark: _Toc224619048]The offeror shall describe its relevant corporate experience in performing the technical approach proposed in sections 1.1 and 1.2 on a maximum of three (3) previous Government contracts, relevant to the ADNS RFP.  The offeror shall describe how its previous experience meets the breadth of the requirements of the solicitation.

For the purposes of this subfactor, relevant corporate experience is defined as experience that demonstrates both the following:

a) Production of rack-mounted, U.S. Navy shipboard, submarine, and airborne systems; and

b) Testing of integrated U.S. Navy information technology systems

The offeror may meet the definition of relevant corporate experience with a combination of three (3) contracts. Relevant contracts are those that are currently active or contracts that have been completed in the three (3) years prior to proposal submission.  At least one (1) previous contract shall have been performed as the prime; the remaining two (2) contracts may have been performed as the prime or subcontractor.  

Section 2 – Past Performance (Factor 2)

The offeror shall provide past performance information on the three (3) previous Government contracts relevant to this RFP.  For the purposes Factor 2, relevancy is defined as efforts of similar scope, magnitude of effort and complexity compared to ADNS INC III RFP and TDP that are currently active or have been completed in the three (3) years prior to proposal submission.  At least one (1) previous contract shall have been performed as the prime; the remaining two (2) contracts may have been performed by the prime or subcontractors.  The contracts referenced for Factor 2 may be, but are not required to be, the same as those referenced under subfactor 1.3 Corporate Experience.  

The offeror shall provide this information using the Past Performance Form (Attachment L-1) and by attaching the most recent Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) evaluations or other customer evaluations (if available) in accordance with Attachment L-1 Block 15. If CPARS evaluations are unavailable, the offeror shall ensure that the Government points of contact shown in Block 9a/9b of Attachment L-1 are current and accurate and complete. The Government reserves the right to contact references for verification and additional information. The Government reserves the right to use past performance information obtained from sources other than those identified by the offeror.  The Government does not assume the duty to search for data to cure the problems it finds in the information provided by the offeror.  The burden of providing thorough and complete past performance information remains with the offeror.

Section 3 – Small Business Subcontracting (Factor 3) (Large Business Offerors only)

The offeror shall describe its proposed approach to meeting small business subcontracting goals and utilizing its subcontractors as follows:

Submission of a Delivery Order specific Subcontracting Plan is not required.  The offeror shall discuss their approach to ensuring that at least 27% of the subcontracted amount of their proposal represents awards to Small Business concerns consistent with the following desired SPAWAR Subcontracting Goals:

The offeror shall describe the principal types of services to be subcontracted and how this approach provides meaningful work to each proposed Small Business subcontractor.  The Offeror shall provide the cage code and proposed North American Industry Classification Standard (NAICS) code for each proposed small business subcontractor for verification of size status.  If the proposed small business does not have a cage code provide other proof that demonstrates their business size.

The offeror shall demonstrate its record of historical achievement of small business subcontracting as follows:

The offeror shall describe the extent to which their company has previously met small business subcontracting goals on other contracts/orders and the extent to which the offeror timely paid its small business subcontractors.  Where available, the offeror shall submit the two (2) most recently filed Individual Subcontractor Reports (ISRs), for each contract listed in Factor 2 - Past Performance that were performed by the Prime offeror.  If ISRs are unavailable, offerors may submit other documentation to establish their record of Small Business goal achievement.  NOTE: ISRs for proposed subcontractors listed as Past Performance references in Factor 2 are not required.   If, historically, the offeror has failed to meet or exceed small business goals, the offeror shall provide a detailed explanation addressing what actions it took to resolve previous failures and what actions will be taken to meet the goals on this effort.   


Section 4 – Brand Name or Equal (Factor 4)

SECTION (2):  COST PROPOSAL – COST PLUS FIXED FEE CLIN 0004 – ADNS Engineering Support Services

For the purposes of evaluating the cost plus fixed fee for CLIN 0004, the offeror will assume that the Government issues an ADNS task order under the basic contract SOW, Section 4.1.2, Engineering Support Services to execute a paper analysis identifying end-of-life (EOL) replacements to the ADNS Technical Data Package (TDP) in accordance with the hours and labor categories as shown in (2) below.  The quantities of labor hours for each labor category shown below represent the Government’s current best estimate for this ADNS engineering support services task.  This represents a sample task only. All actual CPFF efforts will be competed among the MAC awardees via task order competitions.  The Government can guarantee neither the estimated quantities of man-hours shown for individual labor categories nor the total estimated staff hours.  Each proposal shall provide the following:

(1)  Labor category description and matrix: Attachment (L-7) provides a description of the Government’s labor categories, education and experience estimates.  It is recognized that some of the labor category titles used in the solicitation may not exactly match the titles normally used in a particular company operation.  Accordingly, all offerors proposing under CLIN 0004, to include both prime and subcontractors, shall provide statement of the offeror’s normally used nomenclature for each Government labor category included herein, together with a copy of the offeror’s own position description for each labor category. EVALUATION CRITERIA AND BASIS FOR AWARD (BEST VALUE) 

(a)	The contract resulting from this solicitation will be awarded to the two (2) or more responsible Offerors whose offer conforming to the solicitation, is determined to provide the “best value” to the Government. Such offer may not necessarily be the proposal offering the lowest price or receiving the highest technical rating.

(b)	Proposals will be rated in accordance with evaluation factors listed below. It should be noted that price is not an adjectivally rated factor. Although technical factors are significantly more important than price, price is an important factor and should be considered when preparing responsive proposals. The importance of price as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the remaining evaluation factors. In summary, price/technical trade-offs will be made, and the extent to which one may be sacrificed for the other is governed only by the tests of rationality and consistency with the established evaluation factors.

(c)	The quality of organization and writing reflected in the proposal will be considered to be an indication of the quality of organization and writing which would be prevalent in the proposed deliverable data. Subjective judgment on the part of the Government evaluators is implicit in the entire process.

(d)	Proposals will be rated on the following evaluation factors:

Factor 3: 	Small Business Utilization and Commitment (There are no subfactors contained within Factor 3).

Factor 4:	Brand Name or Equal (There are no subfactors contained within Factor 4).

Factor 5:	Price (There are no subfactors contained within Factor 5).


(e)	The relative importance of the evaluation factors are as follows:

· Non- price/cost Factors 1, and 2 are listed in descending order of importance.  

· Within Factor 1, Subfactors 1.1, 1.2 and 1.3 are of equal importance.  

· Factor 3 (Small Business Subcontracting) is Acceptable/Unacceptable, and will be evaluated independently of the relative ranking of Factors 1, 2 and 5 in the best value determination.  A proposal receiving an Unacceptable rating in Factor 3 is ineligible for award.

· Factor 4 (Brand Name or Equal) is Acceptable/Unacceptable, and will be evaluated independently of the relative ranking of Factors 1, 2 and 5 in the best value determination.  A proposal receiving an Unacceptable rating in Factor 4 is ineligible for award.

· When combined, the non-price/cost Factors 1-2 are significantly more important than Factor 5 (Price).


(g)	The Government will evaluate the factors as follows:

Factor 1:  Technical Approach

Subfactor 1.1:  Sample Delivery Order 

The Government will evaluate the extent to which the Offeror’s response to the Sample Delivery Order, provided in accordance with Section L, demonstrates an effective and on-time solution to the Sample Delivery Order requirements. 

Subfactor 1.2:  Production Capability and Processes

The Government will evaluate the extent to which the Offeror’s production capabilities and processes, provided in accordance with Section L, reflect a reasonable approach to timely delivery in accordance with the TDP.

Subfactor 1.3:  Corporate Experience 

The Government will evaluate the extent to which the Offeror’s relevant corporate experience meets the breadth of the requirements of the solicitation.  For the purposes of subfactor 1.3, relevant corporate experience is defined as experience that demonstrates both the following:
a) Production of rack-mounted, U.S. Navy surface, submarine, and airborne systems; and
b) Testing of integrated U.S. Navy information technology systems

Factor 2:  Past Performance

The Government will assign the offeror a performance confidence assessment rating based on the evaluation of the offeror’s record of past performance. The Government will evaluate the offeror’s probability of meeting the contract requirements considering both relevancy and quality of the offeror’s record of past performance. 

For the purposes Factor 2, relevancy is defined as efforts of similar scope, magnitude of effort and complexity compared to ADNS INC III RFP and TDP that are currently active or completed in the last three (3) years prior to proposal submission. With respect to relevancy, more relevant past performance will typically be a stronger indicator of future success and have more influence on the past performance confidence assessment than past performance of lesser relevance.  

With respect to quality, the government will consider the degree to which an Offeror satisfied its customers in the past and complied with the statement of work and contract terms and conditions, including, as applicable, Quality of Product or Service; Cost Control; Schedule; Business Relationships; Customer Satisfaction; and/or Key Personnel. 

The Government may solicit information from an Offeror’s customers and business associates; Federal, state and local Government agencies; and from other persons and organizations. The Government reserves the right to limit the number of references it decides to contact and to contact references other than those provided by the Offeror. 

If the Government has no information available regarding the Offeror’s past performance, that Offeror will receive an Unknown Confidence (Neutral) rating for Factor 2 - Past Performance. 

Factor 3 - Small Business Subcontracting (Large Business Offerors only):

This Factor will be evaluated on an Acceptable/Unacceptable basis.  An Unacceptable rating means the offeror is no longer eligible for award.  Small Business Prime Offerors will receive an Acceptable for this factor.

The Government will evaluate the acceptability of the Offeror’s proposed approach to meeting small business subcontracting goals as follows: The Government will evaluate the extent to which the proposed subcontracting goals comply with SPAWAR’s desired goals. The Government will evaluate the extent to which the proposed approach demonstrates meaningful participation by each subcontractor.  

The Government will evaluate the acceptability of the Offeror’s record of historical achievement of small business subcontracting goals as follow: The Government will evaluate the extent to which the Offeror has met small business subcontracting goals on prior contracts/orders, including the extent to which subcontractors have been timely paid.  The Government may consult various sources, including CPARS Assessments, Past Performance Questionnaires (PPQs), the Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS) and Electronic Subcontracting Reporting Systems (eSRS) databases, or any other relevant sources deemed appropriate to verify proposal statements.  If, historically, the offeror has not met small business goals, the Government will assess the offeror’s explanation of what actions it took to resolve the previous occurences and what actions the offeror has proposed to take to meet goals on this effort.  The evaluation of an Offeror’s history of meeting subcontracting goals on prior contracts/orders will not also be evaluated under Factor 2 Past Performance.

Factor 4: Brand Name or Equal (If Applicable)

This Factor will be evaluated on an Acceptable/Unacceptable basis.

If a “Brand Name or Equal” proposal is submitted, the Government will evaluate an “equal” proposal for complience with the requirements as set forth in Attachment L-2. 

The Government will assess a Acceptable rating if the Government determines that the “equal” proposal meets the requirements as set forth in Attachment L-2.  

The Government will assess an Unacceptable rating if the Government determines that the “equal” proposal does not meet the requirements set forth in Attachment L-2. An Unacceptable rating means the offeror is no longer eligible for award.  

If the Offeror does not submit a Brand Name or Equal proposal, the Government will assess that the Offeror proposes to produce and deliver ADNS K(V)3 Submarine variants in accordance with the brand names as stated in the ADNS K(V)3 Submarine TDP, and the Government will assign a rating of “Not Applicable” for Factor 4.  

Factor 5: Price

The Government will perform an analysis of all prices and costs proposed.  This evaluation will consist of a Price Analysis, Cost Analysis and Cost Realism Analysis, as applicable. 

Price Analysis (Firm-Fixed Price CLIN 0001)

The Government will perform a price analysis of the not-to-exceed (NTE) Firm Fixed Price (FFP) CLIN 0001 prices proposed in Table 1 and Table 2 in RFP Section L, Volume II, Section (1) Price Proposal in accordance with FAR 15.404-1(b).  If the Government determines that prices are based on adequate price competition in accordance with FAR 15.403-1 (c)(1)(i), such adequate price competition will be considered to have established fair and reasonable prices. See 15.404-1(b)(2)(i).  The Government will not conduct a price realism evaluation.

The Government will also verify that the CLIN 0001 NTE unit prices for the quantity 1/EA through 4/EA ADNS AN/USQ-144K(V)3 NTE FFP proposed in Table 1 at Section L is also the same prices for those quantities proposed in the Volume III, Section (3) – signed SF33 with completed Sections B through K.

In addition, the Government will evaluate the extent to which evidence of unbalanced pricing exists between the CLIN 0001 quantities 1/EA through 4/EA that may pose an unacceptable risk to the Government.  Although application of learning curves or allocation of non-recurring costs may cause variations in unit prices, the offeror shall explain any prices proposed that are unbalanced between different quantities. 

Cost Analysis / Cost Realism Analysis (Cost-Reimbursable CLIN 0004)

Cost Analysis and Cost Realism Analysis will be performed on cost reimbursement line item CLIN 0004 in accordance with FAR 15.404-1(c) and FAR 15.404-1(d) respectively.  Proposed costs may be adjusted, for purposes of evaluation, based upon the results of the cost realism evaluation.  When this cost realism analysis is performed, the resulting probable cost estimate will be used in the total evaluated price. 

Evaluation of an Offeror’s proposal will be based on the information presented in the proposal and information available to the contracting office from sources deemed appropriate. Sources typically considered are Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA), Defense Contract Management Administration (DCMA) offices, other contracts with same firms for similar items or services, known commercial sources such as Data Resources, Inc., Standard and Poor’s, etc. 

Total Evaluated Price

The Government will arrive at a Total Evaluated Price for each offeror’s Volume II proposal by adding the following total evaluated price for CLIN 0001 and the total evaluated cost for CLINs 0004 and 0005 as follows:

Total Evaluated Price for contract award = CLIN 0001 Total Evaluated Price + CLIN 0004 Total Evaluated CPFF + CLIN 0005 Total Evaluated Cost + CLIN 0006 Total Evaluated Price.


EVALUATION RATINGS

Since it is impossible to anticipate the nature of each Offeror's proposal in advance or to describe the myriad qualities and considerations that could result in one of the above meanings for ratings, these definitions should be looked upon as examples of typical characteristics of that rating, and should be used as a guide or reference rather than a rigid measure to be followed word-for-word.  Evaluators will be instructed to select the rating/definition that most closely fits the value or desirability of the Offeror's proposed performance.

(a) In evaluating Factor 1 – Technical Approach (including subfactors 1.1, 1.2, and 1.3), the Government will assign a Technical/Risk rating of Outstanding, Good, Acceptable, Marginal, or Unacceptable as follows:

OUTSTANDING: The proposal meets requirements and indicates an exceptional approach and understanding of the requirements, including resources, schedules, capabilities and/or experience essential to performance of the contract.  The proposal contains strengths that far outweigh any weaknesses.  The risk of unsuccessful contract performance is very low.  

GOOD: The meets requirements and indicates a complete approach and understanding of the requirements, including resources, schedules, capabilities and/or experience essential to performance of the contract.  The proposal contains strengths that outweigh any weaknesses. The risk of unsuccessful performance is low.  

ACCEPTABLE:  The proposal meets requirements and indicates an adequate approach and understanding of the requirements, including resources, schedules, capabilities and/or experience essential to the performance of the contract.  Strengths and weaknesses are offsetting or will have little or no impact on contract performance.  The risk of unsuccessful contract performance is low to moderate.  

MARGINAL:  The proposal does not clearly meet requirements and has not demonstrated an adequate approach and understanding of the requirements, including resources, schedules, capabilities and/or experience essential to the performance of the contract.  The proposal contains one or more weaknesses that are not offset by strengths.  The risk of unsuccessful contract performance is high. 

UNCCEPTABLE:  The does not meet requirements and contains one or more deficiencies. The proposal is ineligible for award.

(b) In evaluating Factor 2 Past Performance, the Government will assign a Performance Confidence rating of Substantial Confidence, Satisfactory Confidence, Limited Confidence, No Confidence or Unknown Confidence (Neutral) in accordance with the following tables:

ACCEPTABLE:  The Offeror’s proposed “equal” component(s) meet the form, fit and function interchangeability requirements as defined by the Brand Name or Equal requirements listed in Attachment 2 to Section L.

UNACCEPTABLE:  The Offeror’s proposed “equal” component(s) do not meet the form, fit and function interchangeability requirements as defined by the Brand Name or Equal requirements listed in Attachment 2 to Section L.

NOT APPLICABLE:   The Offeror’s has proposed all brand name components in accordance with the ADNS TDP.


(e) Additional definitions: 

The following provide details on the pertinent definitions used with evaluation ratings:

1. Strength is an aspect of the Offeror’s proposal that has merit or exceeds specified performance or capability requirements in a way that will be advantageous to the Government during contract performance. It is that part of a response which enhances the Offeror’s ability to meet the Government’s requirements and/or results in efficient or effective performance. Strengths are typically above-average quality personnel, facilities, organizational experience, management, past performance, and technical capabilities that may cause the Offeror to perform the work more effectively and successfully meet requirements.  A strength may be either major or minor depending on the degree to which it will benefit the Government and/or increase the quality of the Offeror’s performance.

2. Weakness means a flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance. It is that part of a response which detracts from the Offeror’s ability to meet the Government’s requirements or results in inefficient or ineffective performance. Weaknesses are typically less-than-average quality personnel, facilities, organizational experience, management, past performance, and technical capabilities that may cause the Offeror to perform the work less effectively or to fail to meet requirements. A weakness may be either major or minor, depending on the degree to which it detracts from the Offeror’s ability to meet requirements and/or increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

3. Risks are the potential for unsuccessful contract performance. The consideration of risk assesses the degree to which an Offeror’s proposed approach to achieving the technical factor or subfactor may involve risk of disruption of schedule, increased cost, or degradation of performance, the need for increased Government oversight, and the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.
