Q1.  Can you please let us know if the data that will be released in accordance with the DD-254 will be classified SECRET or classified SECRET COMSEC?

A1. The classification is secret.  No COMSEC is required, per the DD254.

Q2. I am interested in being a subcontractor to a prime contractor. What steps would I take to become a subcontractor?

[bookmark: _GoBack]A2. As this is a full and open competitive procurement, the Government does not currently know which companies will propose as prime contractors.  SPAWAR’s e-commerce website: https://e-commerce.sscno.nmci.navy.mil/ has a section where interested parties can subscribe to this solicitation number. (Open the ‘Headquarters’ folder, then the ‘Open Solicitations’ folder and look for this solicitation.)  Subscribing firms are listed under a link entitled, ‘View Bidders List.’ This may assist you in finding a prime contractor with which to subcontract.  Note that no bids/proposals are due until 22 April 2015, and subscribing is not an indication of future intent.   
Q3. If a customer is willing to provide feedback on past performance, but the initial contract price (requested in attachment 5, item 7) is not releasable to third parties, can we note this constraint and leave this value open in document RELEVANT EXPERIENCE FORM?
A3. The Government will not reject the relevant experience form if the initial contract price is not populated.  However, all offerors are reminded that past performance is evaluated for relevancy and quality, and that contract price is considered one measure of relevancy.    
Q4. RFP Attachment 5, Relevant Experience Form references shipboard, shore and submarine work.  Is this intentional?
A4. No. The Government will revise the form and post an updated form.
