2. BLK 10:  tRAINING SUPPORT PACKAGE WILL BE SUBMITTED FOR EACH PHASE OF THE nJIS IMPLEMENTATION. SUBMISSIONS SHALL INCLUDE ONE DRAFT VERSION AND ONE FINAL VERSION.

3. BLK 12:  THE FIRST SUBMISSION SHALL BE DELIVERED NO LATER THAN 60 BUSINESS DAYS PRIOR TO THE START OF THE FIRST PHASE 1 TRAINING SESSION IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE GOVERNMENT-ACCEPTED INTEGRATED MASTER SCHEDULE.

4. BLK 13:  THE SECOND SUBMISSION SHALL BE DELIVERED nlt 60 BUSINESS DAYS PRIOR TO THE START OF THE FIRST PHASE 2 TRAINING SESSION IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE COVERNMENT-ACCEPTED INTEGRATED MASTER SCHEDULE.

5. BLK 13: THE FINAL, UPDATED SUMBISSION SHALL BE DELIVERED AT THE END OF THE IMPLEMENTATION (30 DAYS PRIOR TO THE BEGINNING OF SUSTAINMENT) IAW THE GOVERNMENT-ACCEPTED IMS AND INCORPORATE ALL PREVIOUS GOVENEMENT-PROVIDED COMMENTS.

6. BLK 14:  EACH SUBMISSION SHALL BE POSTED TO THE PEO EIS PORTAL IN A FORMAT THAT IS COMPATIBLE WITH MICROSOFT® OFFICE 2007.  THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT, VIA EMAIL, CONFIRMATION OF POSTING.

7. THE GOVERNMENT SHALL HAVE 20 WORKING DAYS FOR REVIEW AND ACCEPTANCE/REJECTION OF EACH SUBMISSION.

8. THE CONTRACTOR INCORPORATION OF GOVERNMENT COMMENTS SHALL BE DUE WITHIN 10 WORKING DAYS OF RECEIPT OF COMMENT IF REQUIRED.
